Secretarial Letter dated and issued October 1, 2019

On October 1, 2019, the Commission issued a Secretarial Letter in the above captioned docket instructing the Complainants that it is improper for the Complainants to provide only a flash drive regarding discovery responses.  The Complainants were instructed by Judge DeVoe on September 24, 2019 to send their discovery responses in writing directly to Counsel for the Respondent and to file a Certificate of Service in accordance with 52 Pa. Code Section 1.58 with the Secretary that compliance was met.

On October 8, 2019, the Secretary received thousands of pages of documentation referred to as answers to interrogatories, articles, etc., from the Complainants without a Certificate of Service indicating that the Respondent had been served with this information. The rules of discovery under 52 Pa. Code Sections 5.341 and 5.342 prescribe that discovery is exchanged only between the Parties of Record and not filed with the Secretary of the Commission.  All that is required to be filed with the Secretary is a Certificate of Service indicating the Parties have served each other during the discovery process.  

The information sent to the Secretary will be discarded due to the exorbitant mailing costs associated with returning the information to the Complainants. Finally, the Complainants are advised to comply with the rules of discovery going forward.
