ORDER DENYING CONTINUANCE


On October 15, 2019, I received via facsimile Sharon Landis’ request for a several months continuance of the telephonic hearing scheduled for 11:00 a.m. on October 17, 2019.  Complainant requests additional time of several months to research electromagnetic hypersensitivity.  PPL objected to the continuance via e-mail correspondence on October 15, 2019.   I asked the Secretary to attach the request for continuance and objection to the docket.
Generally, a party may seek and receive an extension of time where good cause is shown.  52 Pa. Code § 1.15(a)(1) and (b).  In the instant case, Complainant’s original complaint was filed on May 23, 2018, over one year ago.  There has been ample time provided for Complainant to prepare her case for the October 17, 2019 hearing.  This case was originally scheduled for July 17, 2018 as a telephonic hearing.  The case was rescheduled to November 1, 2018.  Upon PPL’s request, the November 1, 2018 hearing was continued to April 16, 2019 and converted to an In Person Hearing.  The hearing was later cancelled and rescheduled to October 9, 2019.  The hearing upon PPL’s request was cancelled and rescheduled to 11:00 a.m. as a Telephonic Hearing on October 17, 2019.  

Complainant’s excuse two days before the scheduled hearing that she needs several more months to research electromagnetic hypersensitivity does not warrant a further continuance.  The request is untimely and PPL objects to the continuance.  Accordingly, said request will be denied.

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That Complainant’s request for a continuance of the initial hearing at Docket No. C-2018-3002142 is denied.

That the Initial Call-In Telephonic Hearing at C-2018-3002142 shall be held as scheduled at 11:00 a.m. on October 17, 2019.   The parties and witnesses are directed to call into the hearing at the toll-free conference number 877-931-1680, PIN No. 55872942.
