This matter is before us by reason of a complaint filed September 28, 2018, by Reading Blue Mountain & Northern Railroad Company involving issues with motor vehicle strikes/collisions with the railroad bridge within the public crossing (DOT 264 096 W) where Oak Street (SR 3012), crosses, below grade, the track of Reading Blue Mountain & Northern Railroad Company located in Taylor Borough, Lackawanna County.

Code § 1.36.
