ORDER APPROVING

		On September 30, 2019, Pennsylvania-American Water Company (PAWC or the Company), the Office of Consumer Advocate (OCA), the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission's Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement (I&E) and the Office of Small Business Advocate (OSBA) (collectively, the Stipulating Parties), filed a Joint Stipulation of Facts in the above-captioned proceeding.  

		On August 15,2019, the Stipulating Parties filed a Joint Petition for Settlement (Settlement or Joint Petition) that resolves all issues in this proceeding. In support of the Settlement, the Stipulating Parties stipulated and agreed to the facts set forth in the Joint Stipulation of Facts filed on September 30, 2019.

		I note that no evidentiary hearings have been held in this proceeding, as the parties were able to resolve their outstanding issues without the need for such hearings.  Therefore, it was necessary to create an evidentiary record upon which the Presiding Officer could issue a Recommended Decision in this proceeding.

		I have reviewed the request to approve the Joint Stipulation of Facts.  As I find the request to approve the Joint Stipulation of Facts to be reasonable, the request will be granted.  An appropriate Order follows below.
