ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO COMPEL
A hearing in the above-captioned matter has been scheduled for November 19, 2019.  PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL or Respondent) served its Set I Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents (Set I) upon James O. Stine (Complainant) on July 25, 2019.  Responses were due on or before August 19, 2019.  Complainant never served objections or responses to PPL.  On September 14, 2019, Complainant sent PPL two emails: one provided some information responsive to Questions 1, 2, 4, and 5, and the other contains hearing exhibits in response to Question 7.  PPL filed a Motion to Compel on October 17, 2019 contending Complainant provided informal but incomplete responses to Questions 1, 2, 4, 5 and 7 and no responses to Questions 3 and 6.  In its Motion to Compel, PPL seeks an order compelling full responses to Set I, Question Nos. 1-7.   Complainant has not filed a response to the Motion.
 52 Pa. Code § 5.342(a)(4) provides that a party must answer fully and completely unless an objection is made. This includes the production of documents and information sought through Set I.  See § 5.341(c).  Objections must be served within ten days of service of the interrogatories. § 5.342(e). Complainant did not file objections to Set I.  
I find information requested in PPL Interrogatories Question Nos. 1-7 may be admissible or lead to discovery of admissible evidence at the hearing and is discoverable under the broad terms of 52 Pa. Code Section 5.321.  
THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:
1. That PPL Utilities Corporation’s Motion to Compel is granted.

2. That Complainant is directed to provide PPL Utilities Corporation with full responses to PPL Set I Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents Question Nos. 1-7 consistent with the body of this Order no later than November 12, 2019.
