Application of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Department of Transportation, for approval to replace the superstructure and substructure of the public above-grade crossing, where State Route 8017 (Ramp B) and State Route 8017 (Ramp D) cross above two tracks of Consolidated Rail Corporation ( DOT 960 638 X) in the City of Philadelphia, Philadelphia County.
To Whom It May Concern:

Paragraph 3 of the Commission’s Secretarial Letter dated November 4, 2019 directed that detailed construction plans for the project involved herein be submitted for approval.
The detailed construction plans were received October 22, 2019, with proof that a copy was served on all the parties of record. If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §§ 1.31 and 5.44, file a Petition for Reconsideration from Staff Action (Petition) with the Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of this letter. The Petition shall be sent to: Secretary, PA Public Utility Commission, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, PA 17120, and must be filed within twenty (20) days, or if no timely request is made, the action will be deemed to be a final action of the Commission. 

The Petition MUST include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request; (2) the case docket number (it is provided for you at the top right hand corner of this letter); (3) the party on whose behalf the petition is made; (4) a Certificate of Service on the other parties of record; and (5) a Verification with original signature in accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 1.36.
