A-25. Data Request A-4 requested a copy of Felton’s Department of Environmental Protection (DEP)-approved Act 537 Official Sewage Facilities Plan (Act 537 Plan) including any amendments.  The information provided in response A-4, dated 1998, does not indicate DEP approval and does not appear to be the most recent version of Felton Borough’s (Felton’s) Act 537 plan.
a. Please provide a copy of DEP’s approval letter for Felton’s 1998 Act 537 Plan which was issued in August 1998 according to DEP.
b. Please provide a copy of the most recent DEP-approved Act 537 Plan for Felton which was approved in 2008 according to DEP.
c. Please provide a copy of DEP’s approval letter for Felton’s 2008 Act 537 Plan which was issued in March 2008 according to DEP.
A-26. Please provide a written summary of Sections 3.5, 4.3 and 5.4 – Wastewater Flow Projections of the DEP-approved 1998 Act 537 Plan for Felton.
A-27. Please describe the purpose of Felton’s DEP-approved 2008 Act 537 Plan.
A-28. Data Request A-9 requested copies of the Discharge Monitoring Reports (DMRs) referenced in the Application’s page 7 as well as Felton’s DMRs for the months of January through August 2019.  York Water-WW did not file a response for Data Request A-9.  Please provide copies of the aforementioned DMRs.
A-29. York Water-WW’s response to Data Request A-14 indicated the reserved capacity holders identified in Appendix A.1 (Exhibit I) will continue to hold reserve capacity after closing.  Please provide evidence of Equivalent Dwelling Unit (EDU) reservation agreements or other written actions (e.g., resolutions, etc.) taken by Felton to memorialize these reserved capacity obligations.
A-30. York Water-WW’s response to Data Request A-23 indicated York Water-WW is not incorporating Section 3.03 of Felton’s Ordinance No. 2004-01 into the company’s wastewater tariff.  If York Water-WW does not incorporate Section 3.03 of Felton’s Ordinance No. 2004-01 into its wastewater tariff, please explain how York Water-WW will determine the appropriate number of EDUs to assign a new Bona Fide Service Applicant, as defined in York Water-WW’s official tariff, if that customer is estimated to exceed 350 gallons per day of wastewater flow following the close of this transaction.
A-31. York Water-WW’s response to Data Request A-23 that provided a revised pro forma tariff supplement incorrectly designates (C) to the Jacobus Borough Area on revised Page No. 4 rather than the Felton Borough Area.  Please submit a revised pro forma tariff identifying the changes to the appropriate sections.
A-32. Data Request A-24 requested York-WW identify the number of Felton customers that are currently billed multiple EDUs and identify if it is York Water-WW’s intent to maintain this bill practice or re-evaluate the number of EDUs assigned to these customers after closing.  York Water-WW did not file a response for Data Request A-24.  Please provide the above requested information.
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
