THIRD PREHEARING ORDER



Pursuant to the Commission’s Opinion and Order entered on January 29, 2020, which affirmed in part and reversed in part an Initial Decision issued on November 15, 2019.   The Commission affirmed the denial and dismissal of the “smart meter allegations” but remanded Docket No. C-2018-3006469 to the Office of Administrative Law Judge for proceedings to address  the incorrect charges and high billing allegations of the Formal Complaint of Anthony Venini filed on December 7, 2018.  An Initial Telephonic Hearing on Remand in the above-captioned case is scheduled for Wednesday, March 11, 2020 at 10:00 a.m.  All parties and witnesses must call into the hearing at the toll-free conference number 877-931-1680, passcode participant number 55872942.  If Complainant fails to call into the hearing, the case will be dismissed.

1.
If you intend to present any documents for my consideration, you must mail the other party one copy and the presiding ALJ three copies of the pre-marked exhibits/documents by March 6, 2020.  


2.
If you are an individual, you may either represent yourself or have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, joint venture, other business organization, trust, trustee, legal representative, receiver, agency, governmental entity, municipality or other political subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall comply with the Commission’s appearance requirements.  52 Pa. Code § 1.24(b). 



3.
A request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must be submitted in writing no later than five (5) days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b).  The requesting party must contact the other party to determine whether there is agreement to the change prior to contacting the presiding officer.  Requests for changes of initial hearings must be sent to me with copies to all parties of record.  Changes are granted only in rare situations where sufficient cause exists.  



4.

YOU WILL LOSE THIS CASE IF YOU DO NOT TAKE PART IN THIS HEARING AND PRESENT EVIDENCE ON THE ISSUES RAISED.



6.
This hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s rules of practice and procedure.  52 Pa. Code Chapters 1, 3 and 5.



7.
Commission policy is to encourage settlements.  52 Pa. Code § 5.231(a).  Utility is required to contact Complainant to discuss informally the possible settlement of this case as soon as possible but no later than at least one week before the hearing.  If you are unable to settle this case, you may still resolve as many questions or issues as possible during your informal discussion. 



8.
If you intend to subpoena witnesses for the hearing, you should review the procedures established in 52 Pa. Code § 5.421.  You must submit your written application to me sufficiently in advance of the hearing date so that the other parties will have the required ten (10) days’ notice to answer or object, and so you will have enough time to receive the subpoena and serve it.

9.
At the hearing, the customer must be prepared to testify about the total gross monthly income of the household.  A household includes all adults living at the service address and benefiting from the utility service.  The “total gross monthly household income” includes but is not limited to the following: 


(a)  
salaries, wages, tips or other compensation; 


(b) 
pension, retirement or social security benefits; 





(c)  
Supplemental Security Income (SSI); 





(d)  
unemployment compensation benefits; 


(e) 
workers’ compensation benefits;


(f)  
alimony; 


(g)  
child support; 


(h)  
public assistance; and 


(i)  
any other source(s) of income.

10.
The utility must prepare and submit the following documents at least five business days before the hearing:


 (a)  
an account statement, showing the history of the account for a 



minimum of 24 months or the entire history of the account, 




whichever is less; 


(b)
a copy of the most recent BCS decision, if any; 


(c)
a brief summary of any payment arrangement(s) made between the 



utility and the customer;


(d)
a usage comparison report for a minimum of 24 months or the entire history of the account, whichever is less.

11.
Although the hearing is being conducted telephonically for the convenience of the parties, it is still a formal hearing and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.
