On January 22, 2020, the Commission issued the Initial Decision (ID) of Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Dunderdale in the Formal Complaint at the above docket number.

Prior to the issuance of the ID, Counsel for the Complainant filed a Withdrawal on behalf of the Complainant dated December 24, 2019 and received by the Commission on December 30, 2019.  Upon the filing of the Withdrawal, it was discovered that Counsel for the Complainant failed to sign the filing, and on January 3, 2020, the Secretary returned the filing to Counsel for an original signature which is required under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure at 52 Pa. Code Section 1.35.  Counsel complied and the Withdrawal was properly filed on January 10, 2020.  Additionally, Counsel for Complainant withdrew its appearance and no longer represents the Complainant in this matter. Judge Dunderdale in her ID issued January 22, 2020, subsequently granted the Complainant’s Withdraw and ordered the docket closed in this complaint case.


On January 24, 2020, the Commission received a filing dated January 9, 2020, from the Complainant, Mr. Anastasios Smalis, containing two separate petitions regarding his complaint at the above docket.  The Commission is uncertain as to the purpose of this filing.  

Since the filing was made within the twenty (20) days following service of the Judge’s ID, the Commission will, for the time being, treat this filing as Exceptions timely filed by the Complainant to the ID.  The Respondent still has until the close of business (4:30 p.m. EST) on Friday, February 21, 2020 to file Reply Exceptions in accordance with 52 Pa. Code Section 5.535.  

However, if both the Complainant and the Respondent (the Parties) agree to ALJ Dunderdale’s Initial Decision, the Parties should file with the Secretary by the close of business (4:30 p.m. EST) on Friday, February 21, 2020 their intent not to file exceptions or reply exceptions, and indicate they agree to the Withdrawal and the closing of this complaint docket.  If the Parties do not agree with the Complainant’s Withdrawal, the Commission will consider the Exceptions and any Reply Exceptions filed by the Respondent.
