On December 23, 2019, my office served the Initial Decision of the Office of Administrative Law Judge in the above two captioned complaint cases which were consolidated for administrative efficiency.   The Complainant filed Exceptions to the Initial Decision on January 14, 2020 but failed to serve either Respondent with a copy of her Exceptions. 

Therefore, the Secretary served a copy of the Complainant’s Exceptions on Respondent UGI Utilities (UGI) to constitute service for purposes of 52 Pa. Code Section 5.533 and provided UGI an additional time period in which to file Reply Exceptions.  UGI filed its Reply Exceptions on February 4, 2020.
