Ravin Harding, the Complainant, represented herself and testified regarding the disputed outstanding balance for usage of gas service at 5774 Hunter Street, Philadelphia, PA (service address).  Laureto Farinas, Esquire represented the Respondent and presented one witness, Joyshalyn Moore in this case.  

The testimony revealed that when Ms. Harding received notice or should have received notice of the alleged outstanding amount due for service at the service address is critical to this dispute.
