By Application filed November 21, 2019, Senior Care Centers of Pennsylvania, Inc. requested:
Authority to Transport Persons in Paratransit Service 

Between Points in the Counties of Bucks, Chester, Delaware and 

Montgomery, and the City and County of Philadelphia 



Notice of the Application was published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin, Volume 49, Number 51, on December 21, 2019.  Protests were due by January 6, 2020.



On December 31, 2019, a timely Protest was filed on behalf of Rover Community Transportation, Inc.("Rover") On January 6, 2019, a timely Protest was filed by Joint Protestants Bucks County Transport, Inc.; Bux-Mont Transportation, Inc.; Easton Coach Company; Suburban Transit Network, Inc.; and Tri County Transit Service, Inc.("Joint Protestants")  An initial in-person hearing was scheduled for February 19, 2020.


On January 16, 2020, Rover filed an Amendment to Protest pertaining to the Applicant's response to data requests of the Commission.  On January 24, 2020, the Applicant filed Motions to Dismiss the Protests of Joint Protestants and Rover. 


On February 5, 2020, the parties filed a Restrictive Amendment.  Joint Protestants, Rover and the Applicant signed the Restrictive Amendment, which states that the parties have resolved the Protests.  The Application is Amended by the Restrictive Amendment to read as follows:  
To provide a door-door, paratransit service to members of Senior Care Centers of Pennsylvania, Inc. (SCCP) from their residences in Bucks, Chester, Delaware, Montgomery and Philadelphia Counties to SCCP's adult day health centers in the Counties of Bucks, Delaware, Montgomery and Philadelphia, and return.  


The Application is no longer opposed.  The Motions to Dismiss filed by the Applicant are now Moot.  As such, the Application will be referred to the Commission’s Bureau of Technical Utility Services for review and resolution pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 3.381(c).
ORDER



THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:
1. That the Motion to Dismiss Joint Protest of Bucks County Transport, Inc.; Bux-Mont Transportation, Inc.; Easton Coach Company; Suburban Transit Network, Inc.; and Tri County Transit Service, Inc. and the Motion to Dismiss Protest of Rover Community Transportation, Inc. are Dismissed as Moot.
2. That the Senior Care Centers of Pennsylvania, Inc. at Docket Number A-2019-3014494 be referred to the Commission’s Bureau of Technical Utility Services for review and resolution.
