1. THAT IF ANY MOTIONS ARE PENDING, THE PARTY FILING THE MOTION MUST PROVIDE A COPY OF THAT MOTION TO THE ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE WITHIN 7 DAYS OF RECEIPT OF THIS ORDER.

2. That parties must comply with the following deadlines:

a. Written testimony will be submitted in accordance with the following schedule:

Complainant’s Direct Testimony  - 		March 20, 2020.
PGW Rebuttal Testimony - 			May 15, 2020
Complainants’ Surrebuttal Testimony - 	May 29, 2020

b. Responses to Discovery Requests are due within 15 days of receipt.

c. Responses to Motions to Compel are due within 5 days of receipt.

d. The parties will meet by telephone or in person and prepare stipulations, if any, to be submitted no later than May 15, 2020.

e. Parties will exchange exhibits to be presented at the hearing no later than 1 p.m. on June 1, 2020.

f. Motions in Limine must be filed no later than 1 p.m. on June 2, 2020. 

3. THAT YOU MUST SERVE THE ADMINSITRATIVE LAW JUDGE DIRECTLY WITH ANY DOCUMENTS THAT YOU FILE IN THIS PROCEEDING.  IF YOU SEND ANY DOCUMENT OR CORRESPONDENCE, YOU MUST SEND A COPY TO ALL OTHER PARTIES IN THE CASE, AS FOLLOWS:

That a request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must state the agreement or opposition of other parties and must be submitted in writing no later than five (5) business days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa. Code §1.15(b).  Requests for changes of hearing dates must be sent to the Administrative Law Judge and all parties of record.  The mailing address is:

Changes are granted only in rare situations where good cause exists.

5.	That if you intend to present any additional documents or exhibits for consideration at the hearing, you must bring at least the original and one copy for the Commission’s records, one copy for the Administrative Law Judge and one copy for each other party.  Proposed exhibits should be properly pre-marked for identification.

6.	That pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §§1.21 & 1.22, you may represent yourself, if you are an individual, or you may have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, limited liability company, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall insure that their appearance is entered in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa. Code §1.24(b).

That if you, or anyone you plan to call as a witness on your behalf, have a limited ability to speak or understand English or are deaf or hearing-impaired, a qualified interpreter can be provided upon your request.  If you want an interpreter, please contact the Scheduling Office at least ten (10) days before the scheduled Hearing to make your request.  Scheduling Office: (717) 787-1399. 		8.	That if you intend to subpoena witnesses for the hearing, you should review the procedures established in 52 Pa. Code §5.421.  You must submit your written application to the Administrative Law Judge sufficiently in advance of the hearing date so that the other parties will have the required ten (10) days’ notice to answer or object, and so that you will have enough time to receive the subpoena and serve it.

		9.	That this hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

10.	That the hearing will be held in an available hearing room on the 4th Floor at 801 Market Street.[footnoteRef:1]  You should arrive at the hearing room no later than 9:45 a.m. and wait in the hearing room until the Administrative Law Judge calls your case.
