The Bureau of Audits has reviewed Pennsylvania American Water Company-Wastewater Division’s quarterly Distribution System Improvement Charge (DSIC) filing submitted on March 20, 2020.  In the filing, the Company is not proposing to revise its current effective DSIC rate of 5.00%.
