The Bureau of Audits has reviewed Pennsylvania American Water Company’s proposed Supplement No. 18 to Tariff Wastewater – Pa. P.U.C. No. 16 and the supporting rate computations submitted on April 20, 2020 to become effective on May 1, 2020.
