TO ALL PARTIES OF RECORD:

This Secretarial Letter acknowledges receipt of PECO Energy Company’s (PECO’s) status letter filed on March 6, 2020 (March 6 Status Letter) and serves as notification to PECO and the interested parties in this proceeding that the above-captioned case, docketed at P-2016-2573023, is hereby marked closed.  
As background, on October 26, 2016, PECO filed a Petition for Approval of an Advance Payments Program and a corresponding Petition for Temporary Waiver of Commission Regulations (collectively, the Prepay Petition).  The Prepay Petition served as PECO’s request to implement a two-year pilot program (Prepay Plan) to enable a select number of residential participants to pay for utility service in advance of usage.
The Commission’s Opinion and Order entered on June 18, 2019 (June 2019 Order), in the above-captioned docket, approved PECO’s Prepay Petition on the condition that certain modifications be implemented in the Prepay Plan.  Such modifications were intended to address certain issues raised by the interested parties during the proceeding and to ensure the preservation of the full consumer protections provided under Chapter 14 of the Public Utility Code (Code) and Chapter 56 of the Commission’s Regulations.  
The Commission’s Opinion and Order entered on December 19, 2019 (December 2019 Order), in the above-captioned proceeding, granted in part, reconsideration/clarification of the June 2019 Order, required certain modifications to PECO’s Prepay Plan and directed a process to develop a modified proposal.  Specifically, PECO was allowed a six-month period to collaborate with interested parties regarding certain aspects of the Prepay Plan and a subsequent sixty-day period to prepare and file its modified Prepay Plan (i.e., a total of eight months after the date of entry of the December 2019 Order).  Finally, the December 2019 Order established a 45-day post-filing procedure for Exceptions and Reply Exceptions.
In PECO’s March 6 Status Letter, PECO outlined the significant aspects of the December 2019 Order, indicating that “PECO’s modified Prepay Plan thus would next come before the Commission for further Commission evaluation in approximately October 2020.”  Noting the long period of litigation in this docket and the remaining substantial disagreements among the interested parties, and notwithstanding good faith collaboration efforts by the interested parties, PECO stated its belief that its Prepay Plan likely would continue to be litigated for the foreseeable future.  PECO expressed its appreciation of the significant effort expended to date by the Commission and other interested parties in this docket to move forward with a modified Prepay Plan.  However, PECO indicated that it has concluded that “it should not further tax the resources of the Commission, PECO, and the interested parties to pursue a Prepay Plan at this time.”  
In consideration of PECO’s March 6 Status Letter, we acknowledge PECO’s stated intention to forego the filing of a modified Prepay Plan in compliance with the December 2019 Order.  As a result, a continuation of the above-captioned proceeding is not required.  Accordingly, please be notified that the above-captioned case, docketed at P-2016-2573023, is hereby marked closed.
