Application of PECO Energy Company for the approval to relocate its facilities where Hulmeville Avenue crosses, above grade, the tracks of CSX Transportation Inc. (CSX) and Southeastern Pennsylvania Transportation Authority (SEPTA) (DOT #589 956 P) so as to accommodate PennDOT’s reconstruction of the Hulmeville Avenue Bridge in Penndel Borough and Middletown Township, Bucks County.
To Whom It May Concern:
This matter is before the Commission by reason of an application filed on April 22, 2020, to relocate PECO Energy Company’s facilities across the tracks of CSX and SEPTA at the subject crossing.  In the review of the application, it has been determined that the proposed work has been previously directed by the Commission under the proceedings in Docket A 2016-2544173. The Petition MUST include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request; (2) the case docket number (it is provided for you at the top right hand corner of this letter); (3) the party on whose behalf the petition is made; (4) a Certificate of Service on the other parties of record; and (5) a Verification with original signature in accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 1.36.
