On May 6, 2020, via Secretarial Letter (May 6 Secretarial Letter), the Commission approved the request of Duquesne Light Company (Duquesne) for exclusion of major outage for reliability reporting purposes at the referenced docket number, above.

The May 6 Secretarial Letter contained an incorrect reference to the end time of the service interruptions.
