FINAL ORDER


In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Steven K. Haas dated March 25, 2020, has become final without further Commission action: 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Complaint of Amanda Woodruff against Pennsylvania Electric Company at Docket No. C-2019-3011808 is dismissed, with prejudice.

2. That Amanda Woodruff be, and hereby is, precluded from filing further Complaints with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, whether of an informal or formal nature, regarding the arrearages on Account Number 100103075402 for electric service provided by Pennsylvania Electric Company, until such time as the entire outstanding account balance is paid in full, and that, further, the filing of any complaint pertaining to the arrearages which are the subject of this proceeding shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
3. That Commission staff (including but not limited to the Bureau of Consumer Services and the Secretary’s Bureau) shall reject any formal or informal complaints 

that Amanda Woodruff, or any person acting on her behalf, may attempt to file with the Commission, pertaining to Penelec Account No. 100103075402, until the entire outstanding account balance is paid in full.  
4. That the filing of any other pleading in this case, concerning the same subject matter be, and hereby is, deemed not to stay implementation of this Order.
5. That Pennsylvania Electric Company shall file a notice with the Commission, with a copy to all Parties to this proceeding, at Docket Number C-2019-3011808, within seven (7) days of the date that Ms. Woodruff’s outstanding account balance is paid in full.
6. That the failure of Amanda Woodruff to pay all arrearages on her account identified in this proceeding shall be, and hereby is, deemed to be grounds for termination of service in accordance with Chapters 56 and 64 of the Commission’s rules of administrative practice and procedure. 
7. That a copy of this decision shall be served to the Bureau of Consumer Services and the Secretary’s Bureau. 
8. That the case at Docket No. C-2019-3011808 shall be marked closed.
