PREHEARING ORDER


On July 16, 2020, Twin Lakes Utilities, Inc. (Twin Lakes) filed with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission a Petition for a Commission Order authorizing the acquisition of Twin Lakes pursuant to 66 Pa.C.S. § 529 by a capable utility (petition) as that term is defined by statute.  Twin Lakes stated that it is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Middlesex Water Company (Middlesex), a New Jersey Corporation.  Middlesex provides operations support to Twin Lakes through a Service Agreement dated December 1, 2009.  On June 1, 2020, Middlesex issued a letter notice of termination of the Service Agreement advising that the termination would become effective on September 1, 2020.  Twin Lakes requested that the Commission grant its requested relief at either its August 6, 2020 or August 27, 2020 public meeting.

In light of Twin Lake’s request for expedited treatment of the petition, an informal, off-the-record conference call was held on July 22, 2020 with interested parties and the presiding officer.  During that call, however, it became clear that a formal prehearing conference would be necessary.  As a result, by Hearing Notice dated July 23, 2020, the Commission scheduled an Initial Call-in Telephonic Pre-Hearing Conference for this matter for Monday, July 27, 2020 at 2:00 p.m. and formally assigned me as the Presiding Officer.  The parties are directed to dial 1-877-931-3508, pin 32041174 at 2:00 p.m. to be connected to the hearing.  


In accordance with Section 333 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. § 333, and Sections 5.221-5.224 of the Commission’s regulations, 52 Pa.Code §§ 5.221-5.224, this prehearing conference order is being issued.

ORDER


THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That an Initial Call-In Telephonic Prehearing Conference shall be held on Monday, July 27, 2020 beginning at 2:00 p.m. by dialing 1-877-931-3508, pin 32041174 to be connected to the hearing.  

2. That absent a continuance for good cause, all parties must be prepared to participate in the scheduled prehearing conference.  Failure of a party to participate in the conference, after being served with notice of the time thereof, without good case shown, shall constitute a waiver of all objections to the agreements reached and an order or ruling with respect thereto.  A parties list will be established at the initial prehearing conference that will be used for the remainder of the case.  If a party does not appear at, or file a petition to intervene by, the initial prehearing conference, that party may be excluded from this case.

3. That all parties shall review the regulations relating to discovery, specifically 52 Pa.Code § 5.331(b), which provides, among other things, that “a party shall initiate discovery as early in the proceedings as reasonably possible,” and 52 Pa.Code § 5.322, which encourages parties to exchange information on an informal basis.  All parties are urged to cooperate in discovery.  There are limitations on discovery and sanctions for abuse of the discovery process.  52 Pa.Code §§ 5.361, 5.371 – 5.372.

4. That pursuant to 52 Pa.Code §§ 1.21 – 1.23, you may represent yourself, if you are an individual, or you may have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted pro hac vice, represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted pro hac vice, represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall insure that their appearance is entered in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa.Code § 1.24(b).

5. That you must serve me directly with a copy of any document that you file in this proceeding.  If you send me any correspondence or document, you must send a copy to all other parties.  During the Covid-19 pandemic, the Keystone Building is closed.  As a result, please send all correspondence to me at jcheskis@pa.gov.  For your convenience, a copy of the Commission’s current service list of the parties to this proceeding is enclosed with this order. 

6. That parties shall review the regulations pertaining to prehearing conferences, in particular 52 Pa.Code §5.222(d), which provides that parties and counsel will be expected to attend the conference fully prepared for useful discussion of all problems involved in the proceeding, both procedural and substantive, and fully authorized to make commitments with respect thereto.  The preparation should include, among other things, advance study of all relevant materials, and advance informal communication between the participants, including requests for additional data and information, to the extent it appears feasible and desirable. 
 
7. That pursuant to 52 Pa.Code §1.55, each party shall be limited to one entry on the service list.  Parties shall provide the name, business address, business telephone number and business e-mail address of the person they wish to have listed on the service list.

8. That during the prehearing conference, the parties should be prepared to address the following issues:

a.)	The information described in Paragraph 7, above.
b.)	A statement regarding possible settlement of the case, subject to approval of the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission.
c.)	Any proposed modifications to the Commission’s discovery regulations.
d.)	A proposed schedule for litigation.
e.)	Names, business addresses, and telephone numbers of witnesses the party expects to call and the subject matter of each witnesses’ testimony.
f.)	A list of the issues and sub-issues of this proceeding which the party intends to address and a statement of the party’s position on each of the issues and sub-issues listed.

9. That parties serving pre-served testimony pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 5.412(f) shall be required, within thirty (30) days after the final hearing, to either eFile with or provide to the Secretary’s Bureau a Compact Disc (CD) containing all testimony furnished to the court reporter during the proceeding, consistent with the Commission’s Implementation Order, dated January 10, 2013, at Docket No. M-2012-2331973.

10. That a request for a change of the scheduled Initial Prehearing Conference date shall state the agreement or opposition of other parties and shall be submitted in writing no later than five (5) days prior to the initial prehearing conference.  52 Pa.Code §1.15(b).  Requests for change must be sent to me with copies to all parties of record.
