SECOND PREHEARING ORDER

This Order is issued pursuant to the authority granted to presiding officers by the regulations of the Commission at 52 Pa. Code §5.483.    
HISTORY

On December 13, 2019, 600 Scranton LLC (Complainant) filed a Complaint against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL or Respondent) alleging, in part, that PPL had misbilled Complainant and failed to provide a Notice of Termination of Service as required by Commission regulations.  
On January 2, 2020, PPL filed an Answer to the Complaint denying the allegations therein.

On January 9, 2020, a hearing Notice was issued setting a telephonic prehearing conference in this case for February 20, 2020.
On February 20, 2020, a telephonic initial prehearing conference took place originating from the Commission’s office in Harrisburg, Pennsylvania.  That conference dealt primarily with the Petition to Intervene filed by AKSD Discount Stores a/k/a P&R Discounts (AKSD or Petitioner).  The Petition was ultimately denied, and the final Order of the Commission relative to the denial of the Petition has not been appealed.  The issues in this case were narrowed to: 1) whether PPL is billing 600 Scranton correctly under PPL’s tariff; and 2) whether PPL has provided safe, adequate and reasonable service pursuant to the Public Utility Code and 66 Pa. C.S. §1501, principally related to whether a Notice of Termination of Service was provided as required by the Commission’s regulations.
On August 4, 2020, a further telephonic prehearing conference was held.  Thomas J. Jones, Jr., Esq., appeared on behalf of 600 Scranton.  Graig M. Schultz, Esquire appeared on behalf of PPL.  The parties agreed on December 15, 2020 as the tentative date for an evidentiary hearing in this matter.  Because of the ongoing 2020 Pandemic, the hearing will be tentatively listed as a telephonic hearing.  No request for modification of the Commission’s rules of discovery was made.  A Protective Order was not requested.
I note 52 Pa. Code § 5.322, which encourages parties to exchange information on an informal basis.  The parties are expected to pursue resolution of discovery issues among themselves.  Motions to Compel should be filed only after such efforts have failed.  Any Motion for Sanctions must be preceded by a Motion to Compel.
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.  That a telephonic evidentiary hearing will be tentatively scheduled for December 15, 2020, starting at 10:00 a.m.
