FIRST INTERIM ORDER

eFile subscriptions allow users to automatically receive an email notification whenever a document is added, removed or changed on the PUC website that meets specific criteria. For example, a user may have saved a subscription that will notify them whenever a document is added, removed or changed for a specific document number or for documents of a specific type (such as a press release).
Do I need an eFiling account to sign up for subscriptions?
Yes, you establish an eFiling account, then log into your eFiling account and select “subscriptions” on left hand side of screen. (Screen shot below):
