ORDER GRANTING COMPLAINANT’S

REQUEST FOR CONTINUANCE
By Corrected Call-In Telephonic Hearing Notice dated July 6, 2020, an initial call-in telephonic hearing was scheduled in this matter for August 5, 2020, at 10:00 a.m.

The parties called in for the hearing as scheduled on August 5, 2020.  At the outset of the hearing, the Complainant advised that he was in his car on his way to Maryland to visit a relative who was experiencing a medical emergency.  The Complainant requested a continuance of the scheduled hearing.  Khadijah Scott, Esq., counsel for PECO, advised that PECO did not oppose the requested continuance.  
Paragraph 2 of my July 9, 2020, Prehearing Order advised the parties that, pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b), “[a] request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must state the agreement or opposition of other parties, and must be emailed to my legal assistant Pamela McNeal and all parties no later than five (5) business days prior to the hearing.”  Paragraph 2 also advised the parties that “[a] change in the hearing date may be granted for good cause shown.”
The Complainant’s request did not comply with the requirements set out in my July 9, 2020, Prehearing Order since he did not submit the request five business days prior to the hearing.  However, under the circumstances, the Complainant’s family medical emergency constituted good cause to postpone the August 5, 2020, hearing.  Accordingly, the request is granted.  A Notice canceling the current hearing date and rescheduling to a future date will be issued.  

It is the Commission’s policy to encourage settlements (52 Pa. Code § 5.231).  Accordingly, the parties are encouraged to talk with each other to resolve this matter or some portion thereof.

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Complainant’s request for continuance of the hearing in the matter captioned as Living Being Solomon v. PECO Energy Company at Docket No. F-2020-3019097 is granted; and

2. That the scheduling staff of the Office of Administrative Law Judge shall reschedule this matter for a hearing and notify the parties in writing.
