	The purpose of this Letter is to advise you that your application has been reviewed and approved by the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission). You cannot operate under the approved motor carrier rights set forth in this Letter until all of the information listed below is filed with, and approved by, the Commission.  Once the information listed below is received and approved by the Commission, you will receive a Certificate of Public Convenience, with PUC No. A-6423238, which authorizes you to begin operating under the motor carrier rights set forth in this Letter.

	If you have not previously submitted a copy of a current satisfactory safety rating from the U.S. Department of Transportation or another state with safety regulations comparable to Pennsylvania, you must demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review which will be scheduled by a PUC enforcement officer within 180 days of the date your certificate of public convenience is issued/entered.  Failure to submit to the Safety Fitness Review will result in the cancellation of your certificate.
