INTERIM ORDER
CONDITIONALLY GRANTING COMPLAINANT A PARTIAL EXTENSION
FOR THE FILING OF PROPOSED CORRECTIONS TO TRANSCRIPT 

Background

		Noreen McCarthy (Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) against Metropolitan Edison Company (Respondent) on January 7, 2019.  On January 28, 2019, Respondent filed an Answer and New Matter to the Complaint.  On March 11, 2019, Complainant filed an Amended Complaint against Respondent.  On April 1, 2019, Respondent filed an Answer and New Matter to the Amended Complaint.
		
		On July 14, 2020, the evidentiary hearing was held in this case.  The record was closed by an interim order entered on July 17, 2020.

On August 11, 2020, Complainant filed a letter with the Commission’s Secretary’s Bureau stating she received the transcript of the evidentiary hearing on August 10, 2020.  Complainant asserted there was a significant omission in the transcript, and she maintained she had identified several errors.  Consequently, Complainant requested time to submit a list of her proposed transcript errors and corrections.  Complainant estimated she would need two weeks to submit her list of proposed transcript errors and corrections.


 The transcript of the July 14, 2020, evidentiary hearing was filed with the 
Commission on August 13, 2020.

[bookmark: _Hlk48899921]		By Interim Order Setting Deadlines For The Filing of Proposed Corrections To Transcript And Objections entered on August 19, 2020 (Order), Complainant’s request to filed proposed transcript errors and corrections was granted and deadlines were set for the filings of the proposed transcript errors and corrections and Respondent’s objections thereto.  Under the Order, Complainant was required to e-File and serve her proposed transcript errors and corrections, sequentially listed by transcript page and line number, by Monday, August 24, 2020.  Respondent was required to e-File and serve its objections to Complainant’s proposed transcript errors and corrections, sequentially listed by transcript page and line number, by Thursday, September 3, 2020.

		On August 20, 2020, Complainant submitted a letter to the Commission’s Secretary’s Bureau asserting as follows:

I am currently on page 21 of the transcript and have made notes of at least 25 errors/omissions. The August 24 deadline makes it impossible for me to get through the entire transcript. 
 
Therefore, I request an extension of time to complete my transcript corrections, with the deadline of September 28, 2020.

	After due consideration and as a reasonable accommodation for Complainant, Complainant’s request for an extension to submit a list of proposed transcript errors and corrections will be conditionally and partially granted in the ordering paragraphs. 

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED THAT:

1. [bookmark: _Hlk48725109][bookmark: _Hlk48725473]Complainant Noreen McCarthy shall e-File and serve any proposed transcript errors and corrections, sequentially listed by transcript page and line number, that she may want to propose from notes she has made from her review of the first 21 pages of the July 14, 2020 transcript, with the Commission’s Secretary’s Bureau at Docket No. C-2019-3006923, by Monday, August 24, 2020.

2. [bookmark: _Hlk48725668]Complainant Noreen McCarthy’s request for an extension to e-File and serve her remaining proposed transcript errors and corrections is partially granted to September 11, 2020, conditioned upon Complainant Noreen McCarthy complying with Paragraph 1 above. 

3. [bookmark: _Hlk48902856]Complainant Noreen McCarthy’s failure to comply with Paragraph 1 above, will result in the automatic reinstatement of the deadlines set forth in the Interim Order Setting Deadlines for the Filing of Proposed Corrections to Transcript and Objections issued on August 19, 2020.

[bookmark: _Hlk48900167][bookmark: _Hlk48903245]Within 10 days of service of Complainant Noreen McCarthy’s proposed transcript errors and corrections, that meet the filing deadlines consistent with this Order, Respondent Metropolitan Edison Company shall e-File and serve its objections to any of Complainant Noreen McCarthy’s proposed transcript errors and corrections, sequentially listed by transcript page and line number, with the Commission’s Secretary’s Bureau at Docket        No. C-2019-3006923.
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
