ORDER TRANSFERRING DOCKET TO THE COMMISSION’S 

BUREAU OF TECHNICAL UTILITY SERVICES

On May 14, 2020, the Applicant, Edmacy Community Transportation, LLC filed an application with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (PUC or Commission) seeking authority to provide paratransit service to senior citizens from points in the counties of Chester and Delaware and the City and County of Philadelphia to all points in Pennsylvania and return.  The Applicant is a limited liability corporation with Edward Rogers-Wright as the President.

A Notice of the application was published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin, 50 Pa.B. 3559 (July 11, 2020).  Pursuant to the Notice, protests to the application were to be filed on or before July 27, 2020.
On July 24, 2020, Thomas Niesen, Esquire, counsel for Rover Community Transportation, Inc. (Protestant) filed a timely Protest to the Application.  The Protestant holds Commission-certificated authority to operate paratransit service in Chester County which conflicts with a portion of the service sought through the Application.  The Protestant contended that there is no evidence that the Applicant can meet the criteria in the Commission’s regulations at 52 Pa.Code § 41.14 to provide safe and reliable service in a legal manner.

By Hearing Notice dated August 18, 2020, this matter was scheduled for an initial telephonic hearing on Thursday, September 17, 2020, at 10:00 a.m.  The Hearing Notice noted that this matter was assigned to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge as the presiding officer.

On September 16, 2020, counsel for the Protestant filed a Notice to Withdraw its Protest in compliance with 52 Pa.Code § 5.94(b), which states, 

(b)  A protest to an application may be withdrawn by filing a notice of withdrawal directed to the Commission or the presiding officer. The notice must state that the protest is withdrawn and provide the reasons for the withdrawal.

Because the Protest is withdrawn and it is the only protest in this proceeding, the matter is not contested and is not in need of an evidentiary hearing.
ORDER

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Application of Edmacy Community Transportation, LLC at Docket No. A-2020-3020521 is hereby transferred to the Bureau of Technical Utility Service for review.

2. That the Secretary’s Bureau shall provide a copy of the Application of Edmacy Community Transportation, LLC at Docket No. A-2020-3020521 to the Bureau of Technical Utility Services.
