COMPLAINT

The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) is a duly constituted agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania empowered to regulate public utilities within the Commonwealth.  The Commission has delegated its authority to initiate proceedings which are prosecutory in nature to the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement and other bureaus with enforcement responsibilities.  Pursuant to that delegated authority and Section 701 of the Public Utility Code, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby represents as follows:

1. That Anthony D. Bobro and Heather L. Shields t/a Tony’s Got It, Respondent, has a residential address of 107 Rolling Acres, Slippery Rock, Pennsylvania, 19057.

2. That on July 10, 2020, the Commission received a complaint that the Respondent is holding out to provide transportation of passengers from one point to another in Pennsylvania for compensation.  Respondent currently has no operating authority on file with the Commission.

3. That on August 26, 2020, PUC Motor Carrier Enforcement Officer David Gill contacted the phone number provided in advertisements and talked to owner Anthony D. Bobro.  Officer Gill requested transportation at that time but Respondent, Mr. Bobro, stated he had two other riders scheduled and could not provide transportation.  At that time, Officer Gill informed Mr. Bobro he is required to obtain operating authority from the Commission in order to legally hold out to transport passengers from one point to another for compensation in Pennsylvania and advised him how to apply for paratransit authority.

4. That Respondent, by holding out to provide passenger service between points in Pennsylvania while not having operating authority with this Commission, violated the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1101.  The penalty for this violation is $500.00. 

		WHEREFORE, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby requests that the Commission fine Anthony D. Bobro and Heather L. Shields t/a Tony’s Got It the sum of five hundred dollars ($500.00) for the illegal activity described in this Complaint.

An Answer is a written explanation of circumstances wished to be considered in determining the outcome.  The Answer shall raise all factual and legal arguments that you wish to claim in your defense and must include the reference number of this Complaint. B. If you fail to answer this complaint within twenty (20) days, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement will request that the Commission issue a Secretarial Letter imposing a penalty. The penalty could include a fine, the suspension or revocation of your certificate of public convenience or other remedy. 

C. You may elect not to contest this complaint by paying the fine proposed in this Complaint by certified check or money order.  Payment must be made to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and should be forwarded to:

D. Your payment is an admission that you committed the alleged violation and an agreement to cease and desist from further violations.  Upon receipt of your payment, the complaint proceeding shall be closed.  

E. If you file an Answer, which admits or fails to deny the allegations of the Complaint, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement will request that the Commission issue a Secretarial Letter imposing a penalty.  

F. If you file an Answer which contests the Complaint, the matter will be assigned to an Administrative Law Judge for hearing and decision.  The judge is not bound by the optional fine set forth above.
