Application of PPL Electric Utilities Corporation for approval to alter the public crossing (DOT 526 941 B) where E. Walnut Street crosses, at grade, the single track of the Nittany & Bald Eagle Railroad in the City of Lock Haven, Clinton County, by reason of the installation of a new aerial electric line.  
To Whom It May Concern:

By Secretarial Letter, dated May 30, 2019, the Commission approved the subject application, allocation of costs and assignment of the future maintenance responsibilities. The Petition MUST include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request; (2) the case docket number (it is provided for you at the top right hand corner of this letter); (3) the party on whose behalf the petition is made; (4) a Certificate of Service on the other parties of record; and (5) a Verification with original signature in accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 1.36.
