EXTENDING BRIEFING SCHEDULE

The evidentiary hearing convened in this proceeding as scheduled on February 20, 2020 and was concluded on that date.  Upon conclusion of the hearing, the Parties were advised that an order would be entered addressing a briefing schedule.

	On April 7, 2020, an Interim Order was entered permitting the filing of briefs on or before May 29, 2020.     

On May 21, 2020 Complainants submitted a request to extend the deadline for the submission of briefs in this proceeding.

On May 28, 2020, an Interim Order was entered extending the deadline to file briefs until July 10, 2020.

On July 1, 2020 Complainants submitted another request to extend the deadline for the submission of briefs in this proceeding.  On July 6, 2020, Respondent provided an email response indicating Respondent did not oppose a reasonable extension of the briefing schedule.

On July 8, 2020, an Interim Order was entered extending the deadline to file briefs until September 1, 2020.

On August 25, 2020, Complainants filed a Motion for extension of the briefing schedule due to the ongoing Covid 19 Pandemic and Pennsylvania Emergency Declaration.  The Parties were advised by email from the office of the undersigned presiding officer that the September 1, 2020 deadline would be extended and that an order would be issued in this proceeding.  

Under the circumstances, the following order will be entered.

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.	That the Parties may, but shall not be required to, file briefs in this matter.  Any briefs filed shall also be provided to the undersigned Presiding Officer in written and electronic form on or before December 18, 2020.  The electronic form of the briefs shall be submitted to the undersigned Presiding Officer in WORD format.  In addition, it shall not be a requirement that the briefs include proposed findings of fact, conclusions of law or proposed ordering paragraphs.  In addition, it shall not be a requirement that any brief include any specific references to the testimony or exhibit from the evidentiary hearing.  The briefs may include a discussion of the legal argument of the parties as well as any legal authority and citations to support such argument or discussion.     

	2.	That no reply briefs will be accepted in this proceeding, unless authorized by order upon written request of a Party.
