INTERIM ORDER 
CANCELLING EVIDENTIARY HEARING SCHEDULED FOR OCTOBER 29, 2020

The evidentiary hearing was scheduled in this proceeding for March 10, 2020 and April 1, 2020.

In addition, the hearing may be rescheduled by the undersigned presiding officer without the filing of a Motion by either Party.
