Paragraph 3 of the Commission’s Secretarial Letter dated May 13, 2020 directed that detailed construction plans for the project involved herein be submitted for approval.

The Petition MUST include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request; (2) the case docket number (it is provided for you at the top right hand corner of this letter); (3) the party on whose behalf the petition is made; (4) a Certificate of Service on the other parties of record; and (5) a Verification with original signature in accordance with 52 Pa.
