ORDER
TRANSFERRING UNCONTESTED APPLICATION TO THE

BUREAU OF TECHNICAL UTILITY SERVICES
On July 16, 2020, Reading Checker Cabs, LLC (Reading) filed an application for motor common carrier of persons upon call or demand (Taxi Service) (application) with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, docket number A-2020-3029872.  In the application, Reading requested authority to transport people upon call or demand in Berks County, Lebanon County, Schuylkill County, Dauphin County and Luzerne County.  The application was published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin on August 1, 2020 with a protest period deadline of August 17, 2020.  Multiple protests were filed in response to the publication of the application.



On September 10, 2020, a hearing notice was issued establishing an initial call-in hearing for this matter for Wednesday, December 2, 2020 at 10:00 a.m. and assigning me as the presiding officer.  In anticipation of that hearing, a prehearing order was issued on September 16, 2020.



On November 19, 2020, Reading and counsel for protestants filed a Restrictive Amendment wherein the parties agreed to reduce the service territory requested in the application to remove Dauphin County.  A prior Restrictive Amendment was filed on October 29, 2020 that removed Lebanon County from the requested service territory and resulted in the withdraw of separate protest.  The requested authority is now limited to Berks, Schuylkill and Luzerne Counties.  In the current Restrictive Amendment, the protestants also agreed to withdraw their protests to the application.  The parties agreed that the restrictive amendment is in the public interest in that it resolves numerous issues raised by the protestant while providing the applicant the ability to provide call and demand service in three other counties.  In addition, the restrictive amendment will eliminate the time and expensive of further litigation.
The Commission’s regulations provide that if all protests filed have been withdrawn at or prior to the hearing, the Commission may consider the application without holding an oral hearing if it deems the facts are sufficient as in the application or as determined from additional information as the Commission may require.  52 Pa.Code § 3.381(c)(iii)(A).  An application processed without oral hearing will be determined on the basis of verified statements submitted by the applicant and other interested parties.  Id.


Therefore, since all the protests filed in response to the application have been withdrawn based on the two Restrictive Amendments, there is no need for a formal hearing.  The application will be transferred to the Commission’s Bureau of Technical Utility Services as an unprotested application for any further action and the hearing scheduled for Wednesday, December 2, 2020 will be cancelled.

ORDER
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s Secretary’s Bureau reassign the Application of Reading Checker Cabs, LLC For Approval to Provide Taxi Service Between Points in Berks, Lebanon, Schuylkill, Dauphin and Luzerne Counties from the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s Office of Administrative Law Judge to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s Bureau of Technical Utility Services for any further action pursuant to Section 3.381(c)(iii) of the Commission’s regulations.

2. That the Initial Hearing scheduled for Wednesday, December 2, 2020 is hereby canceled.
