PREHEARING ORDER

You must call into the hearing on the scheduled day and time.  If you fail to do so, your case may be dismissed. You will not be called by the Administrative Law Judge.

The parties also are hereby directed to comply with the following:


1.
If you file any documents with the Commission, you must also email a copy to  Legal Assistant Pamela McNeal at pmcneal@pa.gov as well as provide a copy to each other party in this matter. A copy of the Commission’s current service list of all parties (with mailing and available email addresses) is attached to this Order. 

2.
If you intend to present any documents or exhibits for consideration during the hearing,  at least five days before the hearing, you must email the documents or exhibits to Legal Assistant Pamela McNeal at pmcneal@pa.gov and to each other party in this case.  Exhibits must be received at least five (5) days before the scheduled hearing. Proposed exhibits should be properly pre-marked for identification, such as Complainant Exh.1, Complainant Exh. 2, etc  

3.
A request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must state the agreement or opposition of other parties, and must be emailed to Legal Assistant Pamela McNeal at pmcneal@pa.gov and sent to each other party no later than five (5) business days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b).  A change in the hearing date may be granted for good cause shown.  

4.
Commission policy promotes settlements.  52 Pa. Code § 5.231(a).  The utility must contact the customer at least one week before the scheduled hearing to discuss possible settlement of this case.  If you are unable to settle this case entirely, you may possibly resolve many questions or issues prior to the hearing.  If an agreement resolving the entire matter is reached, a formal hearing will not be necessary and the scheduled hearing will be cancelled.  
5.
This telephonic hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s regulations.  
6.
Pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §§ 1.21 - 1.22, you may represent yourself if you are an individual or you may have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, limited liability company, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys must enter their appearance in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa. Code § 1.24(b).  
7.
If you intend to subpoena witnesses for the hearing, you should review the procedures established in 52 Pa. Code § 5.421.  You must submit your written application for a subpoena sufficiently in advance of the hearing date to allow the other parties the required ten (10) days notice to answer or object and to allow yourself enough time to receive the subpoena and serve it.


8.
If you or any of your witnesses have a limited ability to speak or understand English or are deaf or hearing-impaired, a qualified interpreter can be provided upon your request.  Please email your request to Legal Assistant Pamela McNeal at pmcneal@pa.gov at least ten (10) days before the scheduled hearing.  


9.
The Complainant bears the burden of proof in this proceeding and must establish by a preponderance of the evidence that the utility has committed a violation of the Public Utility Code, Commission regulations, a Commission order, or the utility’s own tariff.

THIS COMPLAINT MAY BE DISMISSED IF THE COMPLAINANT FAILS TO PARTICIPATE IN THE HEARING AND PRESENT EVIDENCE IN SUPPORT OF THE COMPLAINT.
