A-1. The Application’s Paragraph 1 indicates PAWC-WD is requesting to provide wastewater treatment service in a portion of Newberry Township.  However, Exhibit D-1 also includes a portion of Fairview Township in PAWC-WD’s requested territory.  Please confirm that PAWC-WD is requesting approval of the right of PAWC-WD to offer, render, furnish and supply wastewater treatment service to the public in an additional portion of Fairview Township, York County.
A-2. The Application’s Paragraph 1 indicates PAWC-WD is requesting to provide wastewater treatment service in a portion of Newberry Township.  Please explain why PAWC-WD is not requesting approval to offer, render, furnish or supply wastewater collection or conveyance services in both Newberry Township and in an additional portion of Fairview Township.
A-3. The Application’s Paragraph 1 indicates Regent Sewer is requesting to “abandon all wastewater treatment service to the public in Fairview Township and Newberry Township”.  However, Regent Sewer’s Certificate of Public Convenience at Docket No. A-00105935 indicates Regent Sewer is certificated to collect and dispose of sanitary sewage in Fairview Township and Newberry Township.  Please clarify whether Regent Sewer is also requesting to abandon the collection and conveyance of sanitary sewage in PAWC-WD’s requested territory.
A-4. The Application’s Paragraph 5 indicates Regent Sewer’s certificated territory is 42.8 acres.  However, the Application’s Exhibit D-1 indicates PAWC-WD’s proposed territory is 32.6 acres.  Please confirm whether the remaining 10.2 acres of Regent’s certificated territory is already in PAWC-WD’s certificated territory and if not, explain why PAWC-WD is requesting a smaller area than what Regent Sewer is certificated to serve.
A-5. The Application’s Paragraph 18 indicates Regent Sewer built a pump station at the old wastewater plant location.  Please provide a breakdown of the facilities placed into service to connect Regent Sewer to PAWC-WD with the associated construction costs and indicate the entity financially responsible for each facility placed into service.
A-6. The Application’s Paragraph 18 indicates wastewater is conveyed from a pump station with a master meter through a force main to PAWC-WD’s manhole.  Please indicate the entity responsible for maintaining each of the following assets: (1) the pump station and any associated generators; (2) the meter at the pump station; and (3) the force main between the pump station and PAWC-WD’s manhole.
A-7. The Application’s Paragraph 21 indicates the requested territory will be operated and managed in conjunction with PAWC-WD’s Fairview South Wastewater Treatment Plant (Fairview South WWTP).  Please provide the actual, permitted, and design treatment flow capacities of the Fairview South WWTP, including each of the following values: (1) actual average monthly flow for a recent calendar year; (2) actual maximum daily flow for a recent calendar year; (3) permitted average monthly flow; (4) permitted maximum daily flow; (5) designed average monthly flow; and (6) design maximum daily flow.
A-8. The Application’s Paragraph 21 indicates PAWC-WD anticipated no hydraulic or organic overload will occur to the Fairview South WWTP with the increased flow and load from the Regent Sewer customer.  Please verify that PAWC-WD has adequate collection, conveyance, treatment and disposal capacities to meet present and future customer demands in the requested territory.
A-9. In the Application’s Exhibit B and Regent Sewer’s initial application at Docket No. A-00105935, “Tract No. 1” appears to include a portion of a parcel in the southernmost portion of Regent Sewer’s current service territory.  This parcel appears to include a commercial shopping center to the east of Regent Sewer’s certificated territory.  Please indicate if this commercial shopping center receives wastewater service from an entity other than Regent Sewer.  If so, please identify the name of the entity that provides wastewater service to the subject parcel.
A-10. The Application’s Exhibit D-1 indicates PAWC-WD’s proposed service territory includes a portion of Newberry Township, York County.  However, Page No. 8 of PAWC-WD’s effective wastewater tariff does not identify Newberry Township as being included in PAWC-WD’s list of territories served.  Please provide a copy of a pro forma tariff supplement that revises Page No. 8 of PAWC-WD’s wastewater tariff to incorporate the portion of the requested territory located in Newberry Township into PAWC-WD’s list of territories served.
A-11. The Application’s Exhibit F contains an illegible copy of a document titled, “Closure Plan for Regent Acres Mobile Home Park”.  Please provide a legible copy of the Closure Plan for the Regent Acres Mobile Home Park.
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
