FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY PROVISION OF THIS LETTER WITHIN SIXTY (60) DAYS OF THE DATE OF THIS LETTER WILL RESULT IN THE DISMISSAL OF THE APPLICATION AND REQUIRE THE FILING OF A NEW APPLICATION AND FILING FEE.

Upon issuance of a Certificate of Public Convenience you are granted the right to operate as follows:

To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, persons, in paratransit service, limited to mobility challenged people who receive services from We C.A.R.E Home Health Agency LLC, between points in the Counties of Bucks, Chester, Delaware, Montgomery, and Philadelphia, AS AMENDED.

If you have not previously submitted a copy of a current satisfactory safety rating from the U.S. Department of Transportation or another state with safety regulations comparable to Pennsylvania, you must demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review which will be scheduled by a PUC enforcement officer within 180 days of the date your certificate of public convenience is issued/entered.
