[bookmark: _Hlk67647104]The Commission’s Order entered April 16, 2020, at Docket No. P-2014-2431005, Ordering Paragraph No. 2, directed that beginning in 2020 Pennsylvania-American Water Company – Wastewater Division’s (PAWC-WD’s) Annual Asset Optimization Plan (AAOP) shall include: updated information on its pipeline materials and diameters for all its wastewater systems; detailed information on the amount of sewer pipe that is replaced or rehabilitated each year; a baseline and update on the progress of the inflow and infiltration (I&I) reduction for each of its wastewater systems.  Please provide the following information for the 2020 calendar year:

a. Updated information on PAWC-WD’s pipeline materials and diameters for all of its wastewater systems. 
b. Detailed information on the amount of sewer pipe that was replaced or rehabilitated each year (it is not clear in the AAOP if all of the amounts of sewer pipes listed were fully replaced, or were rehabilitated though slip lining, etc.).
c. A baseline and update on the progress of the I&I reduction for each of PAWC-WD’s wastewater systems.
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
