[bookmark: _Hlk54341881]		By Order entered November 4, 2020, the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) ordered that any formal complaint filed with the Commission on or after November 4, 2020, challenging an electric distribution company’s deployment of smart meter technology as being in violation of Section 1501 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. § 1501, is to be stayed until the Commission takes further action to lift the stay.  See, Smart Meter Procurement and Installation, Docket No. M-2009-2092655 (Order entered November 4, 2020)  for the full Order, which is attached. (November 2020 Order).

		THEREFORE,  pursuant to the Commission’s November 2020 Order, the proceeding in this case is hereby STAYED until further direction by the Commission.  You will be notified when the stay is lifted.

		In addition, pursuant to the Commission’s November 2020 Order, the “electric distribution companies may not terminate electric service to any customer who has a pending proceeding before the Commission challenging an electric distribution company’s deployment of smart meter technology as being in violation of Section 1501 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. 
§ 1501, due to the customer’s refusal to allow the utility access to their meter for purposes of 
replacement pending a final Commission Order on that proceeding.”
