Respondent: 

On December 23, 2019, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement instituted a Complaint at C- 2020-3015105 against Moving U & Junk U LLC, Respondent, alleging that Respondent provided an Estimated Cost of Services which contained the following violations: The form provided by Respondent merely states “Your Estimate.” The estimate form must have the words “Estimated Cost of Services” imprinted in letters at least ½ inch in heights as required in 52 Pa. Code §31.122(a)(1). The name of the carrier (Respondent) was not listed as required in 52 Pa. Code §31.122(a)(2). The form did not include a notification to the shipper that the shipper will be required to pay any increase in charges resulting from changes to the carrier’s tariff between the time of the estimate and the actual move as required in 52 Pa. Code §31.122(a)(7). The signature of the carrier representative and the shipper, including the date and time the estimate was provided was not included as required by 52 Pa. Code §31.122(a)(8).
The Bill of Lading / Receipt the Respondent provided contained the following violations: A detailed list of the charges and applicable rates was not listed as required in 52 Pa. Code §31.132(a)(6). A total of the charges and acceptable payment types was not listed as required in 52 Pa. Code §31.132(a)(7).
The Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement notified Respondent that it must file an Answer to the Complaint in accordance with 52 Pa. Code §5.61, within twenty (20) days of the date of service.  The Notice further specified that, if Respondents failed to answer the Complaint within twenty days, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement would request the Commission to issue a letter fining Respondents the sum of One Hundred dollars ($100.00). 
The Complaint was served on Respondent, Moving U & Junk U LLC, by the U.S. Postal Service via Certified Mail on February 25, 2021 and was delivered on February 28, 2021. To date, no response has been received from Respondent. 
Respondent is assessed a fine of One Hundred dollars ($100.00) for failure to comply with the provisions of 75 Pa. Code and 52 Pa. Code. Payment must be made by certified check or money order payable to the Commonwealth of PA, and mailed to PA Public Utility Commission, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, PA 17120.

Respondent is hereby notified to cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 75 Pa. Code §§1.1 et seq. and the regulations of the Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1 et seq.  
APPEAL RIGHTS
If you disagree with this determination, you may send a Petition for Reconsideration from Staff Action (Petition) to: Secretary, PA Public Utility Commission, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, PA 17120.  Such a Petition is a written statement asking the Commission to change its determination.  

The Petition must be filed with the Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of this letter.  If no timely request for reconsideration is made, this action will be deemed to be the final action of the Commission.

The Petition MUST include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request, (2) the case docket number(s) (they are provided for you at the top right hand corner of this letter), (3) the name of the person on whose behalf the petition is made, (4) copies of relevant documentation, and 
(5) a verification with original signature.  See 52 Pa. Code §§1.31 and 5.44.   Below is a sample Verification:
