PREHEARING ORDER
FURTHER HEARING


A telephonic further evidentiary hearing is scheduled for Wednesday, May 5, 2021 to participate in the hearing, you must dial the toll-free number listed below. You must call into the hearing on the scheduled day and time.  You will not be called by the Administrative Law Judge.   If you have any witnesses you want to have present during the hearing, you must provide them with the Toll-free number and PIN number, and they must call in at the scheduled time.



The parties are hereby directed to comply with the following:
1. That this further hearing is limited to the following issues. 
For the years 2015-2017:
a. tenants at 7512 Brentwood Road, Philadelphia, 19151, 1st floor and second floor;
b. which units were shut-off by PECO in 2016 and the dates;
c. how long the units were shut off and the dates;

d. how long the units were de-energized; 

e. for which units an underwriter’s certificate was provided to reenergize the units;

f. on which dates the units were re-energized.
2. That if you have any hearing exhibits to which you will refer during the hearing, a copy must be marked and emailed to Athena Delvillar, Legal Assistant, at sdelvillar@pa.gov  and a copy must be emailed to every other party.  All copies must be received by the Legal Assistant at least two (2) business days before the hearing.
3. That a request for a change of deadlines herein or the scheduled hearing date must state the agreement or opposition of other parties and must be filed and emailed to the legal assistant and all other parties no later than five (5) business days prior to the deadline date or the hearing date.    

4. That the parties will meet at least one week before the scheduled hearing to discuss a possible settlement of this case.  Even if you are unable to settle this case, you may still resolve many questions or issues during your talks.  If an agreement is reached, a formal hearing will not be necessary, and the scheduled hearing will be cancelled. Commission policy promotes settlements.  52 Pa.Code § 5.231(a).  
5. That this hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedures. 
6. That if you intend to subpoena witnesses for the hearing, you should review the procedures established in 52 Pa.Code § 5.421.  You must submit your written application to the Legal Assistant and all other parties sufficiently in advance of the hearing date so that the other parties will have the required ten (10) days notice to answer or object, and so that you will have enough time to receive the subpoena and serve it.
7. That if you, or anyone you plan to call as a witness on your behalf, have a limited ability to speak or understand English or are deaf or hearing-impaired, a qualified interpreter can be provided upon your request.  If you want an interpreter, please email the request at least ten (10) days before the scheduled Prehearing Conference or Hearing to make your request.
