By Secretarial letters issued May 17, 2020, in the above referenced dockets, all work at the subject crossings was to be completed by December 31, 2020.
CSX Transportation, Inc. (CSXT) by petition filed February 18, 2021, requested that the Commission grant an extension of time until December 31, 2024, to complete the projects.  CSXT states in its petition that the project was delayed due to obtaining permits and funding. Construction work to achieve the desired clearances at the eight crossings is needed to accommodate double- stack traffic. 
We have carefully reviewed the record in this proceeding and will modify our Secretarial Letters issued in these proceedings and grant an extension of time to December 31, 2024 to complete the projects; therefore, the petition filed February 18, 2021 by CSX Transportation, Inc. be and is hereby granted.

If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §§ 1.31 and 5.44, file a Petition for Reconsideration from Staff Action (Petition) with the Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of this letter.  The Petition shall be submitted by E-filing said petition within twenty (20) days, or if no timely request is made, the action will be deemed to be a final action of the Commission. 

The Petition MUST include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request; (2) the case docket number (it is provided for you at the top right-hand corner of this letter); (3) the party on whose behalf the petition is made; (4) a Certificate of Service on the other parties of record; and (5) a Verification with original signature in accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 1.36.
