On April 12, 2018, Elverson Water Company, Inc. (Elverson) filed the above-captioned document with the Public Utility Commission, which established a PENNVEST surcharge to provide for repayment of PENNVEST Loan No. 80190.  On May 3, 2018, the Commission issued an Order (May 2018 Order) which permitted Elverson’s proposed Supplement No. 9 to Tariff Water – Pa. P.U.C. No. 2 to become effective on June 1, 2018.  Ordering Paragraph No. 7 of the May 2018 Order directed Elverson to file an annual reconciliation of the surcharge funds collected and disbursed each succeeding year the PENNVEST loan is outstanding.
Upon review of the PENNVEST Surcharge Annual Reconciliation report for the period of March 31, 2020 through March 30, 2021 filed on March 30, 2021 at the above-captioned docket, it appears that the filing complies with the May 2018 Order’s directive for Elverson to file annual reconciliation reports.  Therefore, our records in this matter will now be closed for this reporting period.  Please be advised Elverson’s filing may be subject to further review or revision as may be found necessary as the result of a subsequent Commission audit or other proceeding.  Also, this Secretarial Letter does not constitute approval of either the accuracy of the reported figures or the reasonableness of the underlying transactions and does not preclude a party from later filing a complaint on the substance or operation of the subject rate.

Code § 5.44, file a petition for reconsideration from the actions of staff with the Commission within 20 days of the date this letter is served.
