A. PENN TOWNSHIP SEWER SYSTEM

1. SERVICE AREA

Penn Township, located in the southwestern portion of York County, Pennsylvania, surrounds
the Borough of Hanover on the north, east and south and is bordered by Adams County to the
north and the west, West Manheim Township to the south and Heidelberg Township to the east.
The Township is 18 miles southwest of York, Pennsylvania and 42 miles north of Baltimore,
Maryland. The Township lies in the Codorus Creek watershed and covers an area of
approximately 13 square miles. Penn Township also encompasses a portion of Codorus State
Park and Lake Marburg.

Penn Township is a suburban community with a mix of residential, commercial and industrial
users including many well-known food processors. Approximately 37 percent of the flow
discharged to Penn Township’s wastewater collection and treatment facilities is contributed by
permitted industrial users.

The wastewater facilities serve customers in the majority of Penn Township, and portions of

Hanover Borough, West Manheim and Heidelberg Townships. The total populations and the
portion of the total populations served for each municipality are shown in Table 1.

2.  WASTEWATER FACILITIES

Penn Township owns and operates the sewer collection and treatment system. In 1964, the
Township authorized the design and construction of the wastewater treatment facility. In 1977,
this facility was upgraded and expanded to its present 4.2 MGD capacity, with the original plant
retaining its 1.0 MGD design and the upgraded facility adding 3.2 MGD of design capacity.

3. COLLECTION SYSTEM

The Township owns, operates and maintains over 55 miles of gravity sewer and approximately 3
miles of force main and thirteen pumping stations. The Township’s gravity interceptors are 10-
inch to 20-inch in diameter. Collector sewers are primarily 8-inches in diameter.

Approximately 16 miles of these sewers and one pumping station (Mullertown) transport
wastewater from the Township to Hanover Borough’s system in accordance with a flow
exchange agreement created to eliminate the need for additional pumping stations. The
Township meters the flow to the Hanover Borough system at manhole 206.

Hanover Borough owns and maintains approximately 8 miles of sewer within the Borough from
approximately 1,000 connections that connect and discharge to the Township’s system. Hanover
Borough connects into the Township system at three locations — manhole R177 on Hollywood
Avenue, manhole R158 on Pleasant Street, and manhole R148 on Moul Avenue - two of which
are metered. The third will be metered.

Collection systems from Heidelberg and West Manheim Townships connect to Penn Township’s
sewer system either by gravity sewers or by force mains from pumping stations. Heidelberg
Township is billed in bulk based on user’s water meter readings. West Manheim meters the
wastewater flow at their pumping station that discharges into the Penn Township system.

The sewer system within the Township boundary collects wastewater from ten drainage basins,
two of which flow to the Hanover treatment plant. Appendix 1 shows the sewer service area and
meter locations.

In conjunction with the Township’s Act 537 Plan Update an analysis of the growth potential of
the Township based on zoning, land development planning, and future expansion was conducted.
A summary of this analysis is shown in Table 2.

4. MAIN INTERCEPTOR

The Main Interceptor transports most of the flow into the treatment plant except for the
discharges from Hanover Foods at 0.4 MGD and Snyder’s at 0.08 MGD. This interceptor runs
from Manhole 18 near York Street for approximately 6,400 feet to the treatment plant. The
interceptor parallels Oil Creek from Manhole 18 to Manhole 5 west of Wilson Avenue. The
majority of the line is 18 inches except for the portion from Manhole 4 to the plant where the line
increases to 20 inches. All manholes on this interceptor are fitted with watertight lids.

5.  EXISTING FLow DATA

Flow meters are installed at the treatment plant on the discharge from the influent wet well and at
the chlorine contact tank prior to discharge to the Oil Creek. The metered influent flow includes
all recycle flows from within the plant.

Each pump station has hour meters that are recorded daily. The Township will confirm and
determine a pumping rate through drawdown tests.

Seven of the nine permitted industrial users meter their wastewater discharge. As mentioned
above, the tributary municipalities also meter their flows.

The 2007 Wasteload Management Report indicates a 5-year annual average effluent flow of 1.91
MGD. The average annual flow for 2007 was 1.73 MGD.

6. PREVIOUS COLLECTION SYSTEM FLoW MONITORING

In accordance with the May 23, 2005 approved version of this Corrective Action Plan, collection
system flow monitoring is ongoing. Details of this will be provided later in this Plan.

B. CORRECTIVE ACTION PLAN

The Township received a Notice of Violation dated February 17, 2004 from DEP’s water quality
specialist describing a February 2, 2004 field investigation of an apparent sewage discharge from
manhole 12 into Oil Creek. Penn Township responded, as required, with a letter dated February
25, 2004, detailing corrective actions taken to alleviate the problem, including replacing the
manhole inserts and bolting the manhole lids. In addition, the plan and design to divert flows
from the 15-inch Breezewood interceptor and two other 8-inch collector sewers to a new parallel
interceptor connecting the sewer at the intersection of York Street and Breezewood Drive were
discussed.

In April 2004, in response to DEP’s review of the Township’s Chapter 94 Wasteload
Management Report, the Township prepared a letter describing evidence of overflows at
manholes 20 and 21 on the Pleasant Street Interceptor and manholes 7 and 12 on the Main
Interceptor. Surcharging in these lines was attributed to extreme rainfall, sewers installed at
minimum slopes, and a manually cleaned bar screen at the treatment plant that allowed
Wwastewater to backup in the interceptor during unstaffed time periods. The bar screen problems
were evident from a review of flow records at the plant. An automatic fine screen, installed on
July 17, 2003, eliminated that cause of surcharging. In addition, a plan to upgrade the Interceptor
between manholes 1-A and 5 was presented.

The Township also described a meeting in 2004 with developers who would connect to or be
affected by capacity issues. These developers indicated that they would install the new parallel
interceptor and dedicate it to the Township.

The consortium of developers again met on April 8, 2005 to develop and prepare the agreement.
A meeting with Township representatives and the developers was held on April 19, 2005 to
further discuss the agreement. The Township has since adopted the agreement.

DEP, upon completion of their review of the Township’s 2003 Wasteload Management Report,
issued a letter dated May 25, 2004 indicating that due to the apparent manhole overflows the

conveyance system is hydraulically overloaded requiring compliance with Section 94.21 of
Chapter 94. Specifically, three items were detailed:

1. New connection are prohibited with exemptions per Sections 94.55-94.57 (relating to
building permits issued prior to the ban, replacement of discharge, and others),

2. Sewerage facilities are to be designed and constructed to provide capacity for anticipated
demands for a reasonable time in the firture, and

3. A Corrective Action Plan is to be submitted.

A Corrective Action Plan was submitted to the Department on August 24, 2004. In response to
DEP’s review, a modified and expanded plan was prepared in October 2004 but not submitted
pending the adoption of a developers’ agreement discussed above.

On January 14, 2005, representatives from Penn Township and CET Engineering Services, the

Township’s consulting engineer, met with DEP to develop a scope of work to meet the
Department’s requirements so that an approvable Corrective Action Plan could be prepared, and

to determine an allowable connection plan to accommodate new conmections to the sewer
system. A draft of the revised plan was reviewed on March 4, 2005 when CET met with Sunil
Desai of the Department. The plan was submitted on March 18, 2005, included suggestions
discussed at the review meeting. Further revisions were recommended on April 5, 2005 and
again on May 9, 2005. The CAP was approved by DEP on May 23, 2005.

As of this revision the consortium of developers is still pursuing the construction of the new
York St. interceptor. However, dates for this project are not set. Should renewed development
interest occur, more detailed planning will resume. Based on current conditions this project is
expected to be complete in 2010 - 2011.

This Corrective Action Plan will provide for an upgrade to the Main Interceptor and will provide
limited additional capacity for existing users and a portion of new connections without the threat
of backups or overflows, as determined by metering data, hydraulic analysis and field
measurements. A four-phased approach has been developed as follows:

Phase [ Main Interceptor Evaluation

a. Collection system metering, surveying, and inspections

b. Data analysis and modeling of the Main Interceptor

c. Determine needed upgrades, repairs or new construction
This Phase was complete in October 2005

Phase I Ongoing (3+ vears) investigations for flow reduction opportunities

Phase 11T Construction project to uperade/repair the Main Interceptor

The following details the work tasks conducted in each phase.

1. PHASEI-MAIN INTERCEPTOR EVALUATION

The first phase consisted of determining and evaluating the existing system characteristics. This
was used as a basis for further developing the remaining phases of the Corrective Action Plan.
Information about system capacities, existing flow rates and field conditions were collected and
analyzed to determine the extent and types of corrective action needed to achieve the goals.
Phase I was complete in October 2005.

INTERCEPTOR / DRAINAGE BASIN METERING

The collection system was divided into major drainage sub-basins for analysis and planning
purposes. Four permanent meters sites were selected to monitor the contributions to the
Township’s system from Hanover Borough’s three drainage sub-basins, and the Main Interceptor
flows. Ten sub-basins were established and flow data were compiled and analyzed. To allow for
more accurate metering of the sub-basins, internal mini basins were established. Mini basin site
analysis within a sub-basin allows for more adequate prioritization of the system. Table 3 below
lists the meter locations.

The data collected from these meters was used for a number of functions including:

1. To evaluate the severity of I/l from contributing basins and to rank the basins for
further investigation and rehabilitation.

2. To calibrate the hydraulic model, described above, with real flows to effectively
account for roughness coefficients and validate record drawing information.

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3. To analyze discrepancies between modeled capacities and measured flows to identify
any potential flow restrictions, poor hydraulics and significant system losses.

Flow monitoring and rainfall data collection has been ongoing since May 2005.
DEVELOP HYDRAULIC MODEL OF INTERCEPTOR AND TRIBUTARIES

Field survey work was performed to obtain actual manhole locations and invert elevations.
Combined with pipe material and diameter information on record drawings, this data was used to
develop a hydraulic model of the existing Main Interceptor and primary tributary (trunk) lines
connecting to the interceptor. The modeling software to be used to analyze the system was
SewerCAD which features steady-state analysis using various standard peaking factors,
extended-period simulations of complete collection systems, and advanced automatic system

design.

The system mode] is being used as the basis for evaluating existing system capacities and
identifying restricting sections in the system. New interceptor design decisions and pipe sizing
alternatives are evaluated using the model to account for other factors such as future growth,
flow diversions and system rehabilitation.

FIELD INVESTIGATIONS

Additional field investigations were conducted during wet weather events for the following
purposes:

1. To identify the degree of I/I present in some of the smaller areas which are unsuitable
for metering.

2. To verify that overflows are not occurring during extreme wet weather events. If
overflows are identified, efforts will be made to evaluate the scope and frequency of
such overflows.

3. To identify contributing factors, if any, such as direct inflow sources that may
contribute to the system.

DEVELOP BASIN PRIORITIZATION AND CORRECTION ALTERNATIVES

Using the combination of the meter data, modeled capacities and field records, the basins
contributing to the interceptor were ranked in terms of excessive U flow experienced during wet
weather events. This list is prioritized using criteria such as overflows, surcharging and excessive
I/I contributions. Appendix 1 shows the drainage basins. Drainage basin priorities as of the end
of the 2006-2007 Metering Season are shown below in Table 4.

DEVELOP MAIN INTERCEPTOR UPGRADE/REPAIR ALTERNATIVES

Using the combination of the meter data, modeled capacities and field records, the existing
interceptor performance was analyzed. Alternatives will be evaluated to determine the cost
effectiveness to remove excess flows in comparison to-conveying and treating additional
volumes.

2.  PHASE II - CONTINUING FLOW REDUCTION WORK

The second phase consisted of developing plans to identify and analyze I/ sources in the
tributary drainage basins to the Main Interceptor. The phase tasks consisted of identifying the
issues, evaluating corrective alternatives and implementing fixes and verification of the
rehabilitation success. To better assess excessive flows and manage rehabilitation of the
collection system, each of the basins previously delineated in Phase I were broken down into
defined mini-basins. Appendix 1 shows the mini-basins.

These work tasks. follow DEP’s guidance for conducting a sewer system evaluation survey.
MINI-BASIN METERING

Starting in the priority basins identified in Phase I, additional metering was completed
throughout the mini-basins to quantify and evaluate the severity of /I and to rank the mini-basins
for rehabilitation.

FIELD INVESTIGATION

Field investigations were completed in conjunction with the metering to further evaluate

rehabilitation needs in the individual mini-basins. Based on the site conditions and metering
results, field work involved cleaning and televising, smoke and dye testing, site investigations,

manhole inspections and repair, installation of manhole inserts and house surveys. Where sump
pumps or other connections of stormwater to the sanitary sewer are found the Township will
enforce the ordinance prohibiting these contributions.

DETERMINE MINI-BASINS CONDITION

Mini-basins were ranked based on the information collected from the metering data and field
investigations to prioritize removal of excess I/, Alternatives to remediate the excess VI are
being evaluated for each of the priority mini-basins. ‘

RECOMMEND SPECIFIC REHABILITATION IN EACH SUBBASIN

" From the data collected, recommendations for work to be conducted to correct identified
infiltration and inflow will be presented.

EVALUATE REHABILITATION SUCCESS

Further flow monitoring was conducted in the targeted mini-basins to confirm and evaluate the
reduction in excess flows.

DEVELOP ONGOING I/ MAINTENANCE PROGRAM

Based on reductions in excess I/l and system capacity, the steps outlined in Phase IT will be
repeated as necessary.

SUMMARY

Since Phase II flow monitoring began in 2005, each of the Township's mini-basins have been
metered and observed through wet weather events. Throughout the Penn Township collection
system metering data shows an overall reduction of Ul by approximately 30%. However, mini-
basin’s 3B and 3C are potentially experiencing surcharging. Future flow monitoring and field
investigation may focus on these mini-basins in order to validate this information. Additionally,
surcharging continues at manholes 23B, 143, and 22, which receive flow from Hanover
Borough. Modeling and analysis shows that an upgrade to the Main Interceptor, as described in
Phase ITI will help to alleviate this problem.

3. PHASE IIT-MAIN INTERCEPTOR UPGRADE/REPAIR

The third phase consists of the preparation of designs and specifications to bid and contract for
the construction of the appropriate upgrade and/or repair to the Main Interceptor as determined
through the work tasks completed in Phases I primarily. Phase I construction will provide
capacity in the main interceptor to convey sewage from the existing users and a portion of the
future anticipated flows to the treatment facility.

As stated, the extent of this upgrade was determined through the modeling and analysis that

occurred in Phase 1. During this time, a wet weather event was selected to calibrate this model.
This event occurred on 04/02/05 and was selected because the most rainfall during the 2005

metering season occurred on this date, the maximum peak hourly flow was recorded for 6 of the
9 meter sites, and the maximum peak hourly flow was observed at MH 1 (Wastewater Treatment
Plant). The event described was chosen because it not only exhibited maximum flow
characteristics but also because the system’s reaction to this event is generally representative of
an extreme wet weather event. This event is still currently being used to model flow in Penn
Township as well as other Townships.

Given this calibration, a model was developed that applied the 4/2/05 event to both the current
system and a proposed system with three main design changes which coincide with the scope of
the interceptor upgrade. These changes include 1) larger diameter and different material pipe
from MH 1A to 5, 2) greater slopes due to a physical relocation and lowering of the plant
headworks, and 3) addition of future projected buildout flows and removal of flows from the
Breezwood Interceptor that will be transported by a new interceptor constructed in Phase IV of
this CAP. This model shows that surcharging is effectively eliminated throughout the Main
Interceptor and is attached as Appendix 2 to this revision. -

IMPLEMENT INTERCEPTOR CORRECTION PLAN

The implementation of the Interceptor Correction Plan consists of final design and construction
of the upgrade to the Main Interceptor described above as well as T reduction strategies in the
contributory drainage basins.

INSTALL & MAINTAIN PERMANENT METER SITES

After the corrective work on the interceptor has been completed, permanent flow meters will be
installed in key locations to monitor long-term  system performance and rehabilitation
effectiveness.

4.  PHASEIV-NEW INTERCEPTOR CONSTRUCTION

As of this revision, representatives from the developers group mentioned previously in this report
have expressed interest in renewing their planning and design effort. The new interceptor will be
designed to carry flows from the Breezewood Interceptor in the south eastern portion of the

Township to the Wastewater Treatment Facility. This will reduce flows in the Main Interceptor
and when coupled with the above upgrade eliminate surcharging.

A tentative implementation schedule for this project is shown later in this report.

C. CONNECTION PLAN

On average, over the past 50 years, the population of Penn Township has grown between 15 and
20 %. As such, the demand for public sewer service has increased as well. The 2007 Chapter 94
Report to DEP lists future connections to serve the system from known and anticipated
developments projected over the next five years. Per the 2007 Chapter 94 report, the total
connections to the Penn Township system (including contributions from neighboring
municipalities) and the planned connections over the next six years are shown in Table 5.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WEST MANHEIM TOWNSHIP, YORK
COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING THE ORDINANCE REGULATING
MUNICIPAL MANAGEMENT OF ON-LOT SUBSURFACE SEWAGE DISPOSAL
FACILITIES (ORDINANCE NO. 01-2005), DATED FEBRUARY 3, 2005.

Be it enacted and ordained by the Boatd of Supetvisors of West Manheim Township,
York County, Pennsylvania, that the Ordinance Regulating Municipal Management of On-Lot
Subsutface Sewage Disposal Facilities, dated Februaty 3, 2005, is amended as follows:

L. Section 302- Terins and Definitions is amended to add the following definitions:

EQUIVALENT DWELLING UNIT (EDU) - For the putpose of determining the number
of lots in a subdivision or land development, that part of a multiple family dwelling,
commercial, industrial, or institutional establishment with sewage flows equal to four
hundred (400) gallons per day.

PUMPERS REPORT/RECEIPT - York County Sludge/Septage Manifest and Report
(Manifest) — Form which shall be used by all licensed Pumpers/Haulers to xeport each
pumping of on-lot sewage disposal systems in the Township.

SEWAGE MANAGEMENT PROGRAM — A comprehensive set of legal and
administrative requirements encompassing the requirements of this ordinance, the
Sewage Pacilities Act, the Clean Sireams Law, the regulations promulgated thereunder
and such other requirements adopted by the Board of Supervisors to effectively enforce
and administer this ordinance,

Zi Section 306 — Inspections is deleted in its entivety and replaced with the following:

1, Within two (2) years from the effective date of this ordinance all on-lot sswage
disposal systems, cesspools or diy wells within West Manheim Township must be
inspected and ceitified to be in proper working order by the Township’s Sewage
Enforcement Officer (S.E.O.). Thereafter, on-lot disposal systems must be
inspected and certified every four (4) years. The S.E.O. inspection shall be
conducted in accordance with all applicable state and federal regulations. All costs
associated with inspection, pumping and remedtiation shall be the responsibility of
the property owner; the fees associated with the S.E.O. services shall be established
by resolution of the Board of Supervisors.

2.  The Township will send, via regillar U.S. Mail, notice to the property owner that the
on-lot disposal system is due for inspection and certification, Within forty-five (45)
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days fiom receiving notice of intent to inspect from the Township, the owner must
schedule an appointment with the S.E.O.

3. Atthe time of the scheduled inspection the owner shall cause the on-lot disposal
system to be pumped so that it may be inspected by the S.E.O. The Tank shall not
be pumped until the S.E.O. has visvally inspected the tank.

4,  Access to the inside of the dwelling shall be available at the time of inspection. The
S.E.O. will ensure all effluent and gray water fron the dwelling is going into the

septic system,

5, A copy of the inspection repott shall be furnished to the Owner and current resident
which shall include all of the following information which is reasonably available
to the S.B.O.: date of inspection; name and address of system owner; description
and diagram of the location of the system including location of access hatches,
risers, and markers; size of tanks and disposal fields; cuirent occupant’s name and
number of usets; indication of any system malfunctions observed; results of any and
all soil and water test; any remedial action required,

6. The Township’s Authorized Agent shall inspect systems known to be, or alleged to
be, malfunctioning. Should said inspections reveal that the system is
malfunctioning, the Township shall take action to require the correction of the
malfunction. If total correction cannot be done in accordance with the regulations
of DEP including, but not limited to, those outlined in Chapter 73 Title 25 of the
Pennsylvania Code, o, it is not technically ot financially feasible in the opinion of
the Authorized Agent or representative of DEP, then action by the properly owner
to mitigate the malfunction shall be required.

7. The Township’s Authorized Agent shall have the right to enter upon land for the
putposes of inspections described above, In the event that access to inspect the
property is denied, the following steps shall be taken:

A. The matter shall be referred to the Township Manager and/ot Board of
Supervisors for actioit,

B. The Board may schedule a review at the next scheduled meeting, or, if the
situation threatens the health or safety of the residents of the Township, the
Board may commence an immediate procedure to obtain a search warrant
from the District Justice.

C, Upon receipt of a search warrant to inspect the property, the Authorized
Agent of the Township shall be accompanied by an officer of the Township
Police, and the inspection shall be completed in accordance with this

Subsection.
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D, Aany cost incutred by the Township shall be charged to the property owner,
and, if reimbursement is not made, a lien shall be placed on the propetty.

E.  The provisions of this Subsection for obtaining a search watrant may be
waived only when the Board and its Authorized Agent have reason to
believe that the sewage facilities or alternative system is malfunctioning or
being operated improperly such that the situation poses an immediate and
substantial safety, watet poflution or health hazard.

3 Section 309 — Maintenance is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

1. After the initial inspection and certification as required by the ordinance, the
property owner shall have the tank pumped, inspected and certified every four (4)

years,

A. A report, as described in Section 307.5, shall be furnished to the
Owner and Township,

B. Upon completion of each required pumping, the private septage
waste hauler, shall fill out and submit a Pumper Report/Receipt,
copies of which shall be provided by the Township by a licensed
Pumpes/Hauler, The Private septage Pumper/Hauler shall pravide
one copy of the Pumpet’s Report/Recelpt to the Owner and one capy
to the Township. Coples must be received at the Township’s
business office within thirty (30) days of the date of pumping,

2. The required pumping frequency may be increased at the discretion of an
Authorized Agent, if the septic tank is undersized, if solids build up in the tank is
above average, if the hydtaulic load on the system increases significantly above
average, if a garbage grinder is used in the building, if the system malfunctions or
for other good cause shown.

3, Any person owning a building served by an on-lot sewage disposal system which
contains an aerobic treatment tank shall follow the operation and maintenance
recommendations of the equipment manufacturer, A copy of the manufacturer’s
recommendations and a copy of the service agreement shall be available for
inspection by the S.E.O. In no case may the service or pumping intervals for
acrobic treatment tanks exceed those required for septic tanks,

4,  The Township may requite additional maintenance activity as needed, including,
but not necessarily limited to, cleaning and unclogging of piping, servicing and the
repair of mechanical equipment, leveling of distribution boxes, tanks and lines,
rentoval of obsteucting roots or trees, the diversion of surface water away from the
disposal area, etc. Repair petimits issued by the certified S.R.O. must be secured for

fhese activities.
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4, Section 310 — System Rehabilitation - Section 310.6 is amended to read as follows:

In the event that the rehabilitation measures in 310.1 through 310.5 are not feasible ox do not
prove effective, the Township may require the owner to apply for a permit to construct a holding
tank or install an alternative treatment system in accordance with the Township Ordinance and
DEP regulations. Upon receipt of said permit, the owner shall complete construction of the

system within 30 days.

g. Section 315 — Penalties shall be deleted in ifs entirety and replaced with the following:

Any person failing to comply with any provision of this Part shall be subject to a fine in the
amount of one thousand dollars ($1,000) for each and every violation, or in default thereof shall
be confined in the county jail for a period of not more than ninety (90) days. Each day following
the forty-five (45) day scheduling period provided in Section 307-2 hereof without the owner
making arrangement for inspection with the Township S.E.O. and/or failure to have on-site
sewage disposal system inspected, certified, and pumped shall constitute a separate and distinct

offense,

6. All other provisions of Ordinance 01-2005 remain in full force and effect.
% This Ordinance shall become effective 5 days after its adoption.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF WEST MANHEIM
TOWNSHIP GOVERNING MUNICIPAL MANAGEMENT OF ON-LOT SUBSURFACE SEWAGE
DISPOSAL FACILITIES

BE IT enacted and ordained and it is hereby enacted and ordained by the Board of Supervisors of
Wesl Manheim Township, York County, Pennsylvania, by authorily of the same, as follows:

§301. Title; Introduction; !’urpusé.

I. This Ordinance may be cited as the OLDS (On-Lot Disposal System) Management Ordinance of
Weslt Manheim Township.

2. As mandated by the municipal codes, the Clean Streams Law (35 P.S. §691.1 {o

691.1001), and the Pennsylvania Sewage Facilities Act (Act of January 24, 1966. P.L.

1535 as amended, 35 P.S. §750.1 et seq., known as Act 537), municipalities have the power and the
duty to provide for adequate sewage Lreatment facilities and for the protection of the public healll by
preventing Lhe discharge of untreated or inadequalely trealed sewage. The Official Sewage Facililies
Plan for West Manheim Township indicates thal it is necessary (o formulate and implement a sewage
management program lo e(Teclively prevent and abate water pollution and hazards to the public health
caused by improper (reatiment and disposal of sewage.

3. The purposc of this Ordinance is to provide for the inspection, maintenance and rehabilitation of on-
lol sewage disposal systems; to further permit the Township fo intervene in situations which are public
nuisances or hazards to the public health; and (o establish penalties and appeal procedurcs necessary
for the proper adiministration of a sewage management program.

§302. 'T'erms and Delinitious.

I. General Terms. In the interpretation of this Ordinance, the singular shall include the plural, and the masculine
shall include the feminine and the neuler.

2. Specilic Tenms. For the purposes of this Ordinance, the terms used shall be construed to have the [ollowing

meanings:
ACT -.The Pennsylvania Sewage Facililies Act, Acl of January 24, 1966, P.L. (1965) 1535, No. 537, as

anended, 35 P.S. Section 750.1 el seq.
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ALTERNATIVE SYSTEM - A system for the disposal of domestic wastle-walers nol eperaling below ground
level but localed on or near the site of the building or buildings being served (e.g. composing loilets, gray waler
reeycling syslems, incinerating oilets, spray irrigation and black waler recycling syslems, elc.)

AUTHORIZED AGENT - . A licensed sewage enlorcement officer, professional engineer or sanitarian,
plumbing inspeclor, soils scientist, or any other qualified or licensed person who is delegaled (o function within
the specilied limits as the agent of the Board of Supervisors of West Manheim Township to carry out the
provisions of this Ordinance.

BOARD -'L'he Board of Supervisors of the Township of” West Manheim Township, York County,
Pennsylvania.

CODES ENFORCEMENT OFFICER (hereinafler called C.E.O.) - An individual employed by the Township to
administer and enforce this and other ordinances in the Township.

COMMUNITY SEWAGE SYSTEM - Any syslem, whether publicly or privately owned, for the collection of
sewage [rom (wo or more lots or uses, or two or more equivalent dwelling units, and the trealment and/or
disposal of the sewage on one or more of the lots or at any other sile and which shall comply with all applicable
regulalions of the DEP,

DEP -The Department of Environmental Prolection of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania or any successor

agency.

DEVELOPER - Shall be defined as any person, partnership or corparation which erects or coniracts to erect a
building on property owned by it with the intent to sell the building to some other party upon its Iull or partial
completion, or upon the conveyance of property on which the building is to be built.

EQUIVALENT DWELLHG UNIT (EDU) -For the purpose of delermining the number of lots in a subdivision
or land development, thal part of a multiple family dwelling, commercial, indusrial, or instilutional
establisliment with sewape Mows equal to four hundred (250) gallons per day.

IMPROVED PROPERTY -Any property within the Township upon which there is erected a structure intended
for continuous or periadic habilation, occupancy or use by human beings or animals and from which structure

sewage shall or may be discharged.

INDIVIDUAL SEWAGE SYSTEM -Any system of piping, tanks, or olher facilities serving a single lot and
collecting and disposing of sewage in whole or in part into the soil or any waters of the Commonweallh of
Pennsylvania or by means of conveyance Lo another site for final disposal.
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LAND DEVELOPMENT -A land development as defined in the Pennsylvania Municipalities Planning Cade,
ActolJuly 31, 1968, P.L. 805, No. 247, as amended, 53 P.S. Section 10101 el seq.

[.OT - A designated parcel, lract, or area of land eslablished by a plat or otherwise as permilted by law and to be
used, developed or built upon as a unit.

MALFUNCTION -The condition which occurs when an on-lol sewage disposal system causes
pollution to the ground or surface waters, contamination of private or public drinking waler supplies,
nuisance problems or hazard to public health. Indications of malfunctioning systems include, but are
not limited Lo, foul odors, lush grass growing over the system, backup of wastewater in the allached
buildings, soggy ground over the system, surfacing sewage eflluent lowing over the ground and
occurring al any lime of the year.

MANAGEMENT PROGRAM -The management program shall enconipass the entire area of West
Manheim Township serviced by sewage [facilities or any other allernative system which discharges into
the soils of the Township. All systems shall be operated under the jurisdiction of the West Manheim
Township Board of Supervisors regulaling the subsurface disposal and/or alternate systems, and other
applicable laws ol the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

OFFICIAL PLAN -A comprehensi{vc plan for the provision of adequate sewage disposal syslems
adopled by the Township and approved by the DEP in accordance with the Act and with applicable
DEP regulations.

OLDS COORDINATOR - An individual employed by the Township to administer and enforce this
ordinance.

OMD - On-Lol Management Districts

ON-LOT SEWAGE DISPOSAL SYSTEM - Any sewage system disposing of sewage in whole or in
part into the soil or any waters of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania or by means of conveyance to
another site for final disposal, and which is located upon the lot which it serves.

OWNER - Any person, corporation, parlnership, etc. holding deed/title to lands within West Manhein-
Township.

PERSON - Any individual, association, partnership, public or privale corporalion whelher for profit or
not-for-profil, trust, estale, or other legally recognized entily. Whenever the lerm “person” is used in
connection with any clause providing for the imposition of a fine or penally or the ordering of action
to comply with the terms of this Part, the term “person” shall itclude the members of an association,
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partnership or finm and (he officers of any public or private corporation, whether for profit or not-for-
profit,

PLANNING MODULE FOR LAND DEVELOPMENT -A revision 1o, or exceplion to the revision of,
the Township Official Plan submilted in conneclion with the request for approval of a subdivision or
land development in accordance wilth DEP regulations.

PUMPER/HAULER - Any person, company, parinership or corporation which engages in cleaning
community or individual sewage systems and transports the septage cleaned from these systems.

PUMPERS REPORT/RECEIPT - Form which shall be used by all licensed Pumper/Haulers to report
each pumping of on-lot sewage disposal systems in the Township.

REHABILITATION -Work done lo modify, alter, repair, enlarge or replace an exisling on-lot sewage
disposal system.

REPLACEMENT AREA -An area designated as the future location of an individual on-lol sewage
system that shall be installed should (he initial individual on-lot system installed or to be installed fail
or otherwise become inoperable and which shall meet all the regulalions of the DEP and all applicble
Township ordinances for an individual on-lot sewage syslem, and shall be protected from
encroachment by an easement recorded on the Final Plan as filed with the York Counly Recorder of

Deeds.
SEPTAGE -The residual scum and sludge pumped from seplic systems.

SEWAGI - Any subslance that contains any of the waste products or excrement or other discharge
from the bodies of human beings or any noxious or delelerious subslance being harmful or inimical to
the public health, or to animal or aquatic life or to the use of water for domestic water supply or [or

recrealion.

SEWAGE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER (hereinalter called S.E.O.) - A person appoinied by the Board
(o administer the provisions of this Part and authorized by the DEP in accordance with “Chapter 72,
Administration of Sewage [acilities Program” of ‘Title 25. Rules and Regulalions’ lo perform
percolalion lesls, sile and soil evaluation and issue sewage permits for on-lot disposal systems.

SEWAGE FACILITIES - Any method of sewage collection, conveyance, lreatnent, and disposal
which will prevent the discharge of untreated or inadequalely treated sewage into the walers of this
Commonwealth or otherwise provide for the safe and sanitary treatment of sewage.
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SINGLE AND SEPARATE OWNERSHIP -The ownership of a lol by one or more persons which
ownership is separale and distinct from that of any abulling or adjoining lot.

SUBDIVISION -A Subdivision as defined by the Pennsylvania Municipalilies Planning Code, Act of
July 31, 1968, P.L. 805, No. 247, as amended, 53 P.S. Section 10101 et seq.

TOWNSHIP —West Manheim Township, York County, Pennsylvania.

All other definitions of words and terms used in this Ordinance shall have the same meaning as set

forth in “Chapter 73, Standards for Sewage Disposal Facilities” of “Title 25, Rules and Regulations,
Department of Environmental Proteclion.”

§303. Applicability.

From {he effective date of this Ordinance, its provisions shall apply to all persons owning any property
in the Township serviced by an on-lot sewage disposal system and to all persons installing or
rehabililating on-lot sewage disposal systems.

§304. Sewuapge Permit Requirements.

1. No person shall install, construct or request bid proposals for conslruction or alter an individual
sewage syslem or community sewage system or construct or request bid proposals for conslruction or
install or occupy any building or structure for which an individual sewage system or community
sewage system is o be inslalled without first obtaining a permit indicating that the site and the plans
and specifications of such system are in compliance with the provisions of the Pennsylvania Sewage
Facilities Act (hereinafter called “Act 537" or “Act”) and the standards adopted pursuant to that Acl.

2 .No system or structure designed lo provide individual or communily sewage disposal shall be
covered from view until approval to cover the same has been given by the municipal S.E.O. If
sevenly-two (72) hours have elapsed, excepting Sundays and Holidays, since (he 5.E.O. issuing the
permit received notificalion of completion of construction, the applicant may cover said systen or
structure, unless permission has been specifically refused by the S.E.O.

3. The Township may require applicants for sewage permils lo nolify the Township’s cerlified S.E.O.
of the schedule for construction of the permilted on-lot sewage disposal system so that inspection(s) in
addition lo the final inspection required by Act 537 may be scheduled and performed by the
Tawnship’s cerlified S.E.O. at the cost of the applicant.
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4. No building or occupancy permit shall be issued by the Township or its C.E.O. for a new building
which will conlain sewage generaling facilities unlil a valid sewage permit has been obtained from the
Township’s certified S.E.O.

5. No building or occupancy permil shall be issued and no work shall begin on any alteration or
conversion of any exisling struclure, if said alteration or conversion will result in the increase or
potential increase in sewage [lows from the structure, until the Township’s C.E.O. and the struclure’s
owner receive from lhe S.E.O. eilher a permit for alteration or a replacement ol the exisling sewage
disposal system of written notification thal such a permit will not be required. In accordance with
Chapter 73 regulations, the cettified S.E.O. shall determine whether the proposed alleralion or
conversion of the structure will result in increased sewage flows.

0. Sewage pérmils may be issued only by a cerlified S.E.O. employed by the Township [or that
express purpose. The DEP shall be notified by the Township as to the identily of their currently
employed cerlified S.1.O.

7. No sewage permil may be issued unless proof is provided that the owner of record has owned the lot
since May 15, 1972, or that Act 537 planning for that lot has been provided by the Township.

8. No final Act 247, as amended, approval on a subdivision plan may begin until Act 537 planning is
approved by the Township and DEP '

§305. Ground Markers.

Any person who shall install new or rehabilitated systems shall provide a marker or markers (locatable
will a metal detector) at ground level localing the subsurface waste disposal tank and other important
components of the system requiring periodic inspection and maintenance. Requuemen[s for marker
types and localions will be delermined by the Township’s S.E.O. In addition, a riser or access hatch
shall be constructed so as to enable easy access {o the waste disposal tank, and prevent odors from
escaping and lo prevent children from removing the halch. Accessibility for visual inspection and
maintenance shall be provided in the drainage fields via four (4) inch vertical, non-perforated PYC
pipe connecled directly to the drain tile at a minimum of four (4) locations in the drainage field. If nol
installed by the Township or ils Authorized Agent, such installation shall be subject to ils approval.

§306. Replacement Areas.

[. Requirements
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A. After the effective dale of this Ordinance, a Replacement Area for an individual on-lot sewage
syslem shall be required [or all lots or lots o be created which are nol serviced or lo be
serviced by a community sewage system, or for which a valid permit for installation of an
individual on-lol sewage system has not been issued. Lots exisling priot to the elfeclive date of
this Ordinance shall be exempt from the requirements of this Section.

B. The Replacement Area provided shall comply with the Acl and with all regulations issued by
the DEP as incorporated info this Ordinance concerning individual on-lot sewage systems,
including isolalion distances, and with the terms of (his Ordinance and any other applicable
Tawnship ordinances.

2. Identilication of Replacement Area

A. Lach Applicant who shall submit a plan for the Subdivision or development of land or who shall
apply for a permit for the installation of an individual on-lol sewage system, or who shall request
approval o[a Planning Module for Land Development or the adoplion of a revision, exception to
revision, or supplement to the O[ficial Plan shall demonstrate to (he satisfaction of the S.E.O. that a
suilable area exists on the lot or on each lot to be created for an initial individual on-lot sewage system
and for the Replacement Area. The S.E.O. shall perforim or observe all tests required for the location
olan individual on-lot sewage system to conlirm the suitability of the Replacement Area. Allowance
olopen land for the Replacement Area wilhout testing performed or observed by the S.E.O. shall not
constilute compliance wilh the requirements of this Seclion.

3. The focation of the inilial individual on-lot sewage system and the Replacement Area as confirmed
by the S.E.O. shall be identified on the plot plans and diagrams submitted as part of the permit
application.

C. Ilthe application has been submilted as a part of an applicalion for subdivision or land
development approval or as part of a request that the Township approve a Planning Module for Land
Development or amend ils Official Plan, or a request for an exception to the revision of the Official
Plan, the location of each initial individual on-lot sewage syslem and each Replacement Area shall be
noted upon the plans. If the permanent easement shall be added to the plans stating thal no
improvenents shall be conslructed upon the Replacement Area, and (he deed to be recorded for each
lot crealed as part of the subdivision or land development shall contain language reflecting this
limitation.

D. Any revisions (o a permit or plan affecling a Replacement Area which previously has been
approved pursuant to (he provisions of this Ordinance shall be reviewed for approval by the Board or
its authorized represenlalive.

3. Construclion Reslriclions
A. The easement for he Replacement Area noted upon the Plan and recorded with theYork County
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Recorder of Deeds shall slate that no permanent or temporary improvements ol any character, other
than shallow-rooted plant matler, shall be constructed upon the Replacement Area.

B. This provision shall be enforced by the Township unless the person who desires (o conslrucl such
improvewents shall demonstrate to the satisfaction of the S.E.O. that an alternate Replacement Area
which complies with all applicable regulations of the DEP, this ordinance and all other applicable
Township ordinances, exists upon the lot. If such an alternate Replacement Area shall be identified,
the alternate Replacement Area may be considered to be the Replacement Area required by this
ordinance and shall be designated as the Replacement Area. The newly designated Replacement Area
shall therealler be considered the Replacement Area for the purposes of this ordinance.

4. Reliel from Replacement Area Requirement

A. [ any lot held in single and separale ownership as of the effeclive date of this ordinance does not
contain land suilable for a Replacement Area, the applicant submilling a Land Development Plan or a
Planning Module [or Land Development or desiring to install an individual on-lot sewage system may
request thal the Board grant an exception to the requirement of providing a Replacement Area. The
applicant for such an exceplion shall present credible evidence to the Board demonstrating (1) that the
lol was held in single and separate ownership on the effective date of this ordinance; (2) the size of the
lol; (3) inability of Lthe applicant to acquire adjacent land or the unsuitability ol adjacent land which
might he able lo be acquired; and (4) the testing conducled lo determine that the lot is nol suitable to
provide a Replacement Area.

B. Al all times the burden (o present credible evidence and the burden of persuasion shall be upon the
applicant for an exception from the terms of this Ordinance. In no case shall any lot be exempted from .
the requirements of Section 1V of this Ordinance.

§307. Inspeclions.

1. Any on-lot sewage disposal system may be inspected by (he Township’s authorized agent at any
reasonable lime as of the ellective date of this Ordinance.

2. The inspeclion may include a physical (our of the properly, the taking of samples from surface
waler, wells, other ground water sources, the sampling of the contents of (he sewage disposal syslem
itself and/or the introduclion of a traceable substance into the interior plumbing of the structure served
lo ascerlain (he path and ullimate destination of waslewater generated in the structure. A copy of (he
inspection report shall be furnished to the Owner and current resident which shall include all of the
following information which is reasonably available to the individual or agency responsible (or
pumping the septic tank: date of inspection; name and address of syslem owner; descriplion and
diagram ol the location of the system including localion of access halches, risers, and markers; size of

lanks and disposal [ields; current occupant’s name and number of users; indication of any system
mal function observed; results of any and all soils and waler tests; any remedial action required.

3. The Township’s Authorized Agent shall have the right to enter upon land for the purposes of
inspeclions described above. In the event that access to inspect-the property is denied, the following
sleps shall be taken.

A. The maller will be officially referred to the Board for action.

B. The Board may schedule a review at the next scheduled meeting of the
Board, or, if the situation threatens the health or safety of the residents ol the
Township, the Board may commence an immediate procedure to obtain a search
warrant from the District Juslice.

C. Upon receipt of a search warrant to inspect the property, the Authorized
Agenl of the Township shall be accompanied by an officer of the Township
Police, and the inspection shall be completed in accordance with this Subsection.

1. The provisions of this Subsection for obtaining a search warrant may be waived only when the
Board and ils Authorized Agenl have reason to believe that the sewage [acilities or allernative system
is malfunctioning or being operated improperly such that the situation poses an immediate and
subslantial safety, waler poflution, or health hazard.

4. A schedule of routine inspections may be established by the Township, if necessary, lo assure the
proper function of the systems in the Township.

5. The Township’s Authorized Agent shall inspect systems known to be, or alleged o be,
malfunctioning. Should said inspections reveal that the system is malfunctioning, the Township shall
(ake aclion to require the correclion of the malfunction. If tolal correction is not technically or
linancially fcasible in the opinion of the Township and a represenlative of the DEP, aclion by the
Owner Lo mitigate the malfunction shall be required.

6. There may avise geographic areas within the Township where numerous on-lot sewage disposal
syslems are malfunctioning. A resolution of these area wide problems may necessilate detailed
planning and a Township sponsored revision to that area’s Act 537 Official Sewage Facilities Plan.
When a DEP authorized Official Sewage Facilities Plan Revision has been undertaken by the
Township, mandatory repair or replacement of individual malfunctioning sewage disposal systems
within the study area may be delayed at the discretion of the Township, pending the oulcome ofthe
plan revision process. However, the Township may compel immediate corrective action whenever a
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mallunction, as determined by Township officials and the Pennsylvania DEP, represents a serious
public health or environmental threal.

§308. Operation

[. Only normal domestic wasles shall be discharged into any on-lot sewage disposal system. The
following shall nol be discharged into the system.

A Industrial waste.

B. Automolile oil and other non-domestic oil.

C. Toxic or hazardous substances or chemicals, including bul not limited (o, pesticides, disinfeclants,
acids, paints, paint thinners, herbicides, gasoline and other solvents.

D. Clean surface or ground water, including water from roofl or cellar drains, springs, basement sump
pumps and French drains.

§309. Maiutenance

1. Any person owning a building served by an on-lot sewage disposal system shall have the septic tank
pumped by a qualified Pumper/Hauler after the effective date of this Part based on the following
schedule.

A. Properties localed in Township On-lot Management District #1: Within one (1) year of

elfective date of this Ordinance.

B. Properties located in Township On-lot Management District #2: Within two (2) years

of efTective dale of this Ordinance.

‘Therealler thal person shall have the tank pumped at least once every four (4) years. Receipts [rom
the Pumper/Hauler shall be submitted to the Township as required in §309.6.

2. Any person providing a receipt or other written evidence showing that their tank had been pumped
within three (3) years of the first year anniversary of the effective date of this Part, then the Township
may delay that person’s initial required pumping to conform to the general four (4) year frequency
requirement.

3. The Township may allow septic tanks to be pumped out at less frequent inlervals when the owner
can demonstrate lo the Township that the system can operate properly without the need {or pump out
for a period longer than four (4) years, but in no case shall such period extend beyond six (6) years.
Such a request may be made at any time and must be in wriling with all supporting documents
attached. The Township, in making its determination, shall take into account the informalion
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submitted by (he applicant, the sewerage permit issued by the Township S.E.O. upon installation or
rehabilitation of (he system and supporling documentation, reports of inspection and mainlenance of
the system, and other relevant information, and may conduct an on-site inspection. The applicant shall
bear the cost of any inspeclion, surface or subsurface, and so1l or wastes sampling conducted for the
purposes of evaluating the request. The applicant shall receive a decision within sixty (60) days of
accumulalion ol all necessary informalion by the Township.

4. The required pumping frequency may be increased al the discretion of the Authorized Agent if Lhe
seplic tank is undersized, if solids buildup in the tank is above average, if the hydraulic load of the
syslem increases significantly above average, if a garbage grinder is used in the building, if the system
malfunctions or for other good cause shown.

5. Each time a septic tank or other subsurface waste disposal system tank is pumped out, the
Township, ifs Authorized Agent, or a privale septage Pumper/Hauler, whichever provides the service,
shall provide to the owner of the sub-surface waste disposal system a signed Pumpers Report/Receipt
conlaining at a minimum the following information:

A. Date of pumping.

B. Name and address of system owner.

C. Address of tanlc’s location, if different from owner’s.

D. Description and diagram of the location of (he tank, including the localion of any markers, riscrs,
and access halches and size of the tank.

E. The dale existing system was installed.

['. Last date of puinp out.

C. List of other mainlenance performed.

H. Any indicalions of system malfunction observed.

[. Amount of septage or other solid or semi-solid material removed.

I. List of reconumendalions.

K. Destination of the septage (name of the treatment facility).

6. Upon completion of cach required pumping the Township, its Authorized Agent, or a private
septage wasle hauler, shall fill out and submit a Pumper Reporl/Receipl, copies of which shall be
provided by the Township to all licensed Pumpers/Haulers. The Township’s Authorized Agenl, or a
private septage Pumpet/Hauler shall provide one copy of the Pumper’s Report/Receipt to the Owner
and one copy lo the Township. Copies must be received at the Township’s business office within thirty
(30) days of the date of pumping. The Pumper’s Report/Receipt will include verification that the
baffles in the septic tank have been inspected and found to be in good working order.

7. Any person owning a building served by an alternative system or on-lot sewage disposal syslem which
contains an aerobic treatment tank or other tank with mechanical equipment necessary for its proper operation
shall follow the operation and maintenance recommendations of the equipment manufacturer. A copy of the
manufaclurer's recommendations and a copy of the service agreement shall be submitted to the Township
within six (6) months of (he effective date of this Ordinance. Thereafier, service receipls shall be submitted {o
the ‘Township al the intervals specified by the manufaclurer’s recommendalions. ln no case may the service or
putnping intervals exceed those for those required for seplic tanks.
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8. Any person owning a building served by a cesspool or dry well shall have that system pumped according to
the schedule prescribed for seplic tanks in §309.1.

9. The Township may require additional maintenance activily as needed including, but not necessarily limited
to, cleaning and unclogging of piping, servicing and the repair of mechanical equipment, leveling of distribution
boxes, tanks and lines, removal of obstructing roots or trees, the diversion of surface water away from the
disposal area, elc. Repair permits issued by the certified S.E.O. must be secured [or these activities.

§310. System Rehabilitation.

1. No person shall operate and maintain an on-lot sewage disposal system in such a manner that it malfunctions.
All liquid wastes, including kitchen and laundry wastes and water soflener backwash, shall be discharged lo a
treatment tank. No sewage syslem shall discharge unirealed or partially treated sewage 1o the surface of the
ground or into the waters of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania unless a permit to discharge has been oblained

from the DEP.

2. The Township shall issue a written nolice of violation to any person who is the owner of a property in the
Township which is [ound to be served by a malfunctioning on-lot sewage disposal system or which is
discharging raw or partially (reated sewage without a permit.

3. Within seven (7) days of notification by the Township that a mallunction has been identified, the Owner shall
make application to the Township's cerlified S.E.O. for a permit to repair or replace the malfunctioning system.
Within thirty (30) days of initial noliﬁbatinn by the Township, conslruction of the permilied repair or
replacement shall commence. Within sixty (60) days of the original notification by the Township, the
conslruction shall he completed unless seasonal or unique conditions mandate a longer period, in

which case the Township shall set an extended completion date.

4. The Township’s certified S.E.O. shall have the authority to require the repair ol any malfunction by
the following methods: cleaning, repair or replacement of components of the existing system, -adding
capacity or olherwise allcring or replacing lhe system’s treatment tank, expanding the exisling disposal
arca, replacing the exisling disposal area, replacing a gravity distribution system with a pressurized
syslem, replacing the system with a holding tank, other allernatives as appropriate for the specific site.

5. In lieu of, or in combination with, the remedies described in §310.4, the S.E.O. may require the-
installation of waler conservation equipment and the institution of waler conservalion praclices in
struclures served. Water using devices and appliances in the siructure may be required to be retrofitted
with waler saving appurtenances or they may be required to be replaced by waler conserving devices
and appliances. Wastewaler generation in the structure inay also be reduced by requiring changes in
waler usage palterns in the structure served, The use of laundry facilities may be [imiled lo one load
per day or discontinued altogether, elc.
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6. In the evenl that the rehabilitation measures in §310.1 through §310.5 are not feasible or do nol
prove effeclive, the Township may require the Owner to apply for a permil to construct a holding tank
in accordance with Township ordinance. Upon receipt of said permit the Owner shall complele
conslruction of the system within thirty (30) days.

7. Should none of the remedies described above prove totally effective in eliminating the malfunction
ol an existing on-lot sewage disposal system, the Owner is not absolved of responsibility for that
malfunction. The Township may require whatever action is necessary to lessen or miligate the
malfunction to the extent (hat it [eels necessary.

8§31 1. Liens.

The Township, upon written notice from the S.E.O. that an imminent health hazard exists due (o
[ailure of a properly Owner to mainlain, repair or replace an on-lot sewage disposal system as
provided under the terms of this Part, shall have the authority to perform or contract to have
perforned, the work required by the S.E.O. The Owner shall be charged for the work performed and,
il necessary, a lien shall be entered therefore in accordance with law.

§312. Disposal of Septage

1. All septage Pumper/Haulers operating within the Township shall be certified with the Township and
shall comply with all reporting requirements established by the Township.

2. All septage originaling within the municipal sewage management district shall be disposed of at
sites or facilities approved by the DEP., Approved sites or facilities shall include the following: seplage
(reatment facilities, wastewater treatment plants, composting sites, and approved farm lands.

3. Seplage Pumper/Haulers operating within the Township shall operate in a manner consistent wilh
the provisions of the Pennsylvania Solid Waste Management Act (Act 97 of 1980, 35 P. S. §6018.101-

© 6018.1003). Any septage Pumpet/Hauler who violates any of the provisions of this Parl or regulations
of West Manheim Township, the conditions of its Stale pernit, or of any State or local law governing
its operation, shall, upon conviction thereof, be sentenced to pay a fine not exceeding one thousand
dollars ($1,000.00) and costs, and in default of payment thereof; shall be subject to imprisonment fora
term 1ot (o exceed thirly (30) days. If any pumper/hauler shall have been convicted on two (2)
occasions of any violation of (his Part, or for violating the conditions of its Stale permit, or of any
State or local law governing its operation, the Board shall have the power lo suspend said
pumper/hauler from operaling within the Township for a period of not less than six (6) months or more
than (wo (2) years for each violation, as determined by the Township. Each day the violation conlinues
shall constilute a separale offense.
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§313. Administration.

1. The Township shall fully utilize those powers it possesses through enabling slalules and ordinances
to effect the purposes of this Ordinance.

2. The Township shall employ qualified individuals to carry oul the provisions of this Part. Those
employees shall include a certified S.E.O., a C.E.Q., a secretary, administralor or other persons as
required. The Township may also contract with privale qualified persons or [irms as necessary lo carry
out the provisions of this Ordinance.

3. All permits, records, repotts, files and other wrillen material relating lo the installation, operation
and maintenance and malfunction of on-lot sewage disposal systems shall become the property of the
Township. Exisling and future records shall be available for public inspection during required business
hours at the official municipal office. All records pertaining to sewage permits, building permits,
occupancy permits and all other aspects of the Township’s OLDS Management program shall be
made available, upon request, for inspection by representatives of the DEP.

4. The Board shall establish all administrative procedures necessary to properly carry oul the
provisions of this Ordinance.

5. The Board may, by resolution, establish a fee schedule, and subsequently collect fees, to cover the
cost (o the Township of administering this program.

§314, Appeals

I. Appeals from decisions of the Township or its authorized agents under this Ordinance shall be made
lo the Board in writing within forty-five (45) days from the date of the decision in question.

2. The appellant shall be entitled to a hearing before the Board at its next regularly scheduled meeting,
if the appeal is received at least fourteen (14) days prior to that meeting. If the appeal is received
within fourteen (14) days of the next regularly scheduled meeling, the '1ppeal shall be heard at lhe
subsequent meeting. The Township shall thereafler affirm, modify, or reverse the aforesaid decision.

The hearing may be poslponed for a good cause shown by the appellant or the Township. Additional
evidence may be introduced at the hearing provided that it is submitled with the written notice of
appeal. -

3. A decision shall be rendered in writing within forty-five (45) days of the date of the hearing. Ifa
decision is not rendered within forty-five (45) days, the release sought by the appellant shall be

deemed granted.
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§315. Penalties.

Any person failing to comply with any provisions of this Parl shall be subjecl o a fine of not less than
one hundred dollars ($100) and costs, and not more than three hundred dollars ($300) and cosls, or in
defaull thereof shall be confined in the county jail for a period of not more than thirty (30) days. Each
day of noncompliance shall constitute a separate offense.

83106. Severability.

Ifany section or clause of this Part shall be adjudged mvahd such adjudication shall not affect the
validity of the remaining provisions which shall be deemed severable therefrom.

§317. Repealer.

All Ordinances of parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby
repealed (o the extent of such inconsistency.

§318. Effective Date,

This ordinance shall become effective five (5) days afler dale of enactment as provided by law.
