	On May 18, 2021, Duquesne Light Company (Duquesne Light) filed a municipal contract between Duquesne Light Company and Pittsburgh Water and Sewer Authority, Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania.

Title 66 Pa. C.S.A. § 507 states that:

“Upon notice to the municipal authorities, and the public utility concerned, the Commission may, prior to the effective date of such contract or agreement, institute proceedings to determine the reasonableness, legality or any other matter affecting the validity thereof.  Upon the institution of such proceedings, such contract or agreement shall not be effective until the Commission grants its approval thereof.”

Duquesne Light is hereby notified that the Commission is instituting a proceeding to review the Easement Agreement, and the period for consideration of this agreement is extended until further order of the Commission.
