SECOND INTERIM ORDER 
REVISING LITIGATION SCHEDULE

On June 17, 2021, counsel for Pennsylvania-American Water Company provided the undersigned presiding officer with an email advising that Shadeland Development Corporation had entered into a Settlement with PAWC, Upper Pottsgrove Township, OCA, OSBA and I&E, (collectively, the Stipulating Parties) and that additional time was needed to file a Settlement Petition and Statements in Support of Settlement by the Settling Parties, including Shadeland Development Corporation, under the circumstances.  Accordingly, it appeared at that time that a proposed Settlement had been reached by all of the Parties to this proceeding, with the exception of  Pottstown Borough Authority and the Borough of Pottstown. 

Under the circumstances, an Interim Order was entered on June 17, 2021, revising the litigation schedule and addressing the filing of briefs and settlement documents.

On June 21, 2021, the undersigned presiding officer received an email communication, copied to all Parties, addressing the June 17, 2021 Interim Order and requesting an informal conference with all Parties.  Without objection, an informal telephone conference was scheduled for 4:00 p.m. on June 21, 2021and email notice was provided to all Parties.

The informal telephone conference was held on June 21, 2021, as scheduled, with all Parties being represented by legal counsel.  

The Counsel for PAWC and the Borough and Authority advised that they are continuing settlement negotiations and the Parties and the undersigned presiding officer discussed clarification of the terms of the Interim Order entered on June 17, 2021.

The following ordering paragraphs are intended to extend the litigation schedule to permit the Parties to finalize their settlement discussions and to clarify the Interim Order entered on June 17, 2021, and the email provided to the Parties from the undersigned presiding officer on June 16, 2021.

Under the circumstances, the following Order will be entered.

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Litigation Schedule set in this proceeding by Order entered on May 21, 2021, and revised on June 17, 2021, is hereby amended to extend the deadline to file all Settlement Documents, including Statements in Support of Settlement by the Settling Parties until Friday, June 25, 2021, and the deadline to file Main Briefs and Settlement Objections shall be extended until Tuesday, June 29, 2021.   
2.	That the Parties are reminded, pursuant to the May 21, 2021 Order, that  the Settlement Petition shall be accompanied by Statements in Support of Settlement from the Settling Parties, and the Settlement Petition shall include proposed findings of fact, proposed conclusions of law, proposed ordering paragraphs and a procedural history, with specific citations to the record, where applicable.  The Settlement Petition, Statements in Support of Settlement, and Objections to the proposed Settlement shall be structured to utilize common issues agreed upon by the Parties which the Parties shall utilize in the organization of the Settlement Petition, Statements in Support of Settlement and any Objections to the Settlement filed in these proceedings.  All issues addressed in the Settlement Petition, Statements in Support of Settlement, and Objections to the proposed Settlement shall be structured so that all parties’ Statements in Support of Settlement, the Settlement Petition, and Objections to Settlement discuss identical issues as identified by the parties. Main Briefs and Reply Briefs should also be structured to utilize common issues identified by the Parties.

3.	That the Parties are further reminded that it is expected that any Party that has not stipulated to the proposed findings of fact set forth in the Settlement Petition to be filed in this proceeding, shall include their respective proposed findings of fact as well the identification of what facts in the proposed findings of fact set forth in the Settlement Petition are agreed to and which ones are contested, in their Objections to the Settlement and/or Main Briefs.

4.	That it is expected that all Settling Parties, will file Statements in Support of Settlement and may file Main Briefs to address any contested or appropriate issues (and Reply Briefs as determined by the Parties).  It is further expected that the Settlement Petition and/or Statements in Support of Settlement, will address all of the issues to be addressed by the Commission in this proceeding, including the issues agreed to by the Parties to the Settlement Petition, and the issues raised at the public input hearing.  Contested issues in this proceeding, if any, may be addressed in the Settlement Documents and/or Briefs filed by the Parties.  

5.	That the Parties are further reminded to provide the undersigned presiding officer with a copy of all Settlement Documents, Statements in Support of Settlement, Objections to Settlement and Main and Reply Briefs in WORD format.
6.	That the Parties shall comply in all other respects with the terms set forth in the Order entered on May 21, 2021 in this proceeding.
