	Request for Extension of Time to File Supplemental Information 

Dear Mr. Sisinni:  

On July 15, 2021, the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) entered an Order (July 15 Order) which requested additional information prior to addressing the proposed 2012-2026 universal service and energy conservation plan (Proposed 2022 USECP) for National Fuel Gas Distribution Corporation (NFG).  The Order directed NFG to file and serve the supplemental information requested by the Commission on or before twenty (20) days after the entry date of the Order.  

	On July 20, 2021, NFG filed a Petition for an extension of time to file its supplemental information response to the July 15 Order.  NFG is seeking to extend the deadline by 44 days; from August 4, 2021, to September 17, 2021.  NFG reports that it has consulted with its internal stakeholders (i.e., Consumer Business, Information Technology, and Rates and Regulatory Affairs) and does not believe it can provide the information prior to September 17.  Petition at 1.  

The Commission routinely grants extensions to filing deadlines when parties provide a reasonable justification and proposed alternative deadline.  We do not find NFG’s request for a 44-day extension reasonable given the justification provided.  NFG has not indicated what specific data or information requested in the July 15 Order would require such a length of time to compile.  We also have concerns that extending the proceeding for such a length of time may make it less likely that the Commission can complete the review and approval of the Proposed 2022 USECP prior to the start of the 2022 calendar year.

Therefore, NFG’s request for an extension of time to file supplemental information by 44 days (i.e., by September 17, 2021) is denied.  Instead, NFG is granted an extension of 20 days past its original deadline of August 4.  NFG shall file and serve its supplemental information no later than Monday, August 24, 2021.  Comments to the Proposed 2022 USECP, July 15 Order, and NFG’s supplemental information are due twenty (20) days after this extended deadline (Monday, September 14), and reply comments are due fifteen (15) days thereafter (Tuesday, September 29).
