ORDER GRANTING REQUEST FOR CONTINUANCE


		This Order grants a continuance in this case.

On August 9, 2021, Colin Brown (Complainant) filed a formal complaint, against PECO Energy Company (Respondent) alleging that there were incorrect charges on their bill.

On August 19, 2021, the Respondent filed an Answer to the formal complaint denying the material allegations of the Complaint.  

An Initial Hearing was to have been held in this case on November 2, 2021.  On October 25, 2021, the Complainant sent electronic message, requesting a continuance of the hearing in the matter due to a conflict in the schedule because his wife is a witness in the case and has an obligation to the Board of Elections on November 2, 2021.  The Respondent does not oppose the continuance request.  

		The Commission’s Rule of Administrative Practice and Procedure at 52 Pa. Code 
§ 1.15(b) states that, “Only for good cause shown will requests for continuance be considered.”   The fact that there is a scheduling conflict for the Complainant’s witness is good cause for the matter to be continued so that they are able to participate in the hearing.

1. That the hearing scheduled for November 2, 2021, be and hereby is continued and will be rescheduled.
