On September 13, 2021, the Commission received Cortnee Williams T/A C S Williams Farms’ request to abandon its certificate of public convenience (CPC).  After reviewing the request, the Commission, by Secretarial Letter dated June 16, 2021, advised you that Cortnee W Williams T/A C S Williams Farms’ CPC would be cancelled within 20 days of June 16, 2021.

[bookmark: _Hlk87258053][bookmark: _Hlk87258218]The Secretarial Letter further advised that Cortnee Williams T/A C S Williams Farms owes the Commission $38.00 for an unpaid assessment from 2020 and that if Cortnee Williams T/A C S Williams Farms did not pay that amount within 20 days, the Commission would refer the matter (1) to the Pennsylvania Office of Attorney General for appropriate action and (2) to the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation to have the registration of Cortnee Williams T/A C S Williams Farms’s vehicles suspended.

[bookmark: _Hlk87258244]Cortnee Williams T/A C S Williams Farms’ CPC issued at A-2014-2445398 — and all rights, powers, and privileges granted thereby—is hereby cancelled effective November 8, 2021. The Commission has also dismissed the proceeding at C-2021-3027580. Cortnee Williams T/A C S Williams Farms does not hold other active authority with the Commission. 
Further, the 20-day deadline for payment has passed and Cortnee Williams T/A C S Williams Farms still has not paid the outstanding assessment.  As such, the Commission will refer the matter to the Office of Attorney General and the Department of Transportation.
