INTERIM ORDER

On February 2, 2022, an evidentiary hearing was held in the within matter.  The Complainant, through her counsel, Andrew J. Primerano, Esquire, presented testimony and exhibits in support of her complaint that PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (“PPL”) incorrectly transferred a tenant’s outstanding balance to her account following a virtual foreign wiring investigation conducted by PPL.  At this hearing PPL, through its counsel, Kimberly G. Krupka, Esquire, presented testimony and exhibits in support of its position that upon the discovery of a foreign load, the tenant’s electric bill was properly transferred into the Complainant’s name and account. 
At the conclusion of the hearing, a discussion was held regarding the opportunity 
to submit briefs on the disputed issues.  Attorney Primerano expressed concern of the costs to his client regarding submitting a brief, especially in light of the disputed amount, as well as the required timing of such since it may conflict with his trial schedule in another matter in a different jurisdiction.  Therefore, we also discussed the opportunity to submit, in lieu of a brief, a memorandum of law and/or other abbreviated document such as a list of case(s) or bullet points that either party wanted the undersigned to consider to address the issues in this matter--in particular, the issues surrounding PPL’s virtual foreign wiring investigation; it was noted that neither counsel was aware at this time of a reported case in which a virtual foreign wiring investigation was discussed.  The purpose of this Order is to memorialize the results of this discussion.  

ORDER

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the parties may, but are not required to, file and serve a brief, or in
lieu of a brief, a memorandum of law and other abbreviated document, which addresses the issue(s) raised in this proceeding, within fourteen (14) days after the hearing transcript is filed and received by the parties.  
                        2.       That, pursuant to the above paragraph, the parties shall also serve one copy of their brief, memorandum of law, or other document on the undersigned presiding officer in a word document by email at gchiodo@pa.gov.
                       3.        That if either party needs additional time to comply with paragraph number one above, that an appropriate continuance request may be made and such request may be made informally by email to the undersigned and opposing counsel.
4.      That, pursuant to paragraph number one above, if a brief or other document submitted contains a citation to an unreported decision which is not available on WestLaw, LEXIS or the Commission’s website, that a copy of that unreported decision must be appended to the brief or document.
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
