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ORDER DENYING RENEWED REQUEST FOR CONTINUANCE
This Order is issued pursuant to the authority granted to presiding officers under the regulations of the Commission at 52 Pa. Code §5.483.  
A hearing in this case has been scheduled for February 8, 2022.  
On January 27, 2022, an informal Motion for Continuance of the hearing was made by email sent from Maryanne Hoffman (Complainant) to the Office of Administrative Law Judge (OALJ) on the basis of unspecified medical problems.
  The requested continuance was denied by Order issued February 4, 2022.  The requested continuance was denied because of failure to show good cause in the lack of specificity with regard to the justification for a continuance.
On February 7, 2022 (today), I received an email with attachment indicating that Complainant had been seen by a doctor today.  This is all of the information that was provided.  No statement to the effect that Complainant could not participate in tomorrow’s hearing was made by the doctor nor was any reason stated by the doctor as to why Complainant cannot appear.


As stated in the Order of February 4, 2022, the Commission’s Rules of Administrative Practice and Procedure at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b) state that, “Only for good cause shown will requests for continuance be considered.”   


To the extent that today’s communication from Complainant is a renewed request for a continuance, it is denied.  Good cause to grant a continuance of the hearing on February 8, 2022, has still not been shown by Complainant, and the request for a continuance is again denied.  The hearing will convene as scheduled.
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:
1.
That the renewed Motion for Continuance of the hearing in this matter scheduled for February 8, 2022, is denied.
