An acceptable Form E and Form H filed by an insurance company which is binding evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.  Your insurance company must file these forms with the exact name of the applicant as it appears on this Letter – Roddy Landscaping LLC.  The State MC A-8924902 must be listed to identify your account. All service types covered by this policy must be listed.

	If you have not previously submitted a copy of a current satisfactory safety rating from the U.S. Department of Transportation or another state with safety regulations comparable to Pennsylvania, you must demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review which will be scheduled by a PUC enforcement officer within 180 days of the date your certificate of public convenience is issued/entered.  Failure to submit to the Safety Fitness Review will result in the cancellation of your certificate.  An overview of the safety regulations for carriers of people, property, and household goods between points in Pennsylvania can be found on the PUC’s Website.

	You should become familiar with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this grant of authority.  Any change in address must be reported to the Commission by filing a Change of Address Form. This form can be found on the Commission's website.
